(‘ode Enforcement Officer
frederick  Kurtz, and
Husiness Administrator
Nicholas Smolney earlier
last month during a business
meeting Monday night
Although spokesman David
DeNise. Bob Rhodes und
their attorney Arthur Clark
were nol scheduled,
Mayor and Council willingly
gave their time for
McCormack to answer
seveal allegations made by
residents of lower Augusta
Street on their activities

DeNise explained that last
vear the world wide demand
for steam coal. and
prompted by the number of
coal exporters who contact
McCormack. inniated their
interest in  using their
lacility for storage of both
hard and =oft coal.
