State Safety Council Support
Given to City of South Amboy

During Monday night's
agenda meeting, Council
President Frank Tar a Ho
reported on d meeting he
attended with members of
the N J State Safety Council
to discuss the problems the
il ly of South Amboy
encountered during the train
derailment and the lack of
cooperation by Con Hail in
reporting the incident.

Also present at that
meet ing were
representatives from the
Depar tment of
Environmental Protection,
who. according to Tarallo.
chided Con Rail for having
taken it upon themselves in
deciding there was . no
emergency when in fact the
situation wag serious
Tarallo further reported the
DEP felt that all indications
pointed to the proper
authorities not being
notified

Others present included
state law enforcement
officers and the N J
Director of Safety
Education, and an aid tent
by Senator William Bradley,
who addtd tin Senator a
support and idvised Council
President Frank Tarallo to
keep in contact regarding
ConRail's failure lo respond
to Counci l 's
communication*

Senator Bradley'• aid waa
prevent due in part to a letter
written to Bradley by Mayor
Cross, telling him of the
factual happenings and
stating the city "Tost the
ability to properly
implement disaster plans
should evacuations have
been necessary "

Mavor Cross wrote. "We
are shocked to learn tht the
contro l l ing federa l
legislation does not mandate
that the local authorities he
notified in an emergency
situation where a potential
danger exists. Only once a
spill or release occurs do the
internal ConRail notification
procedures begin,
supposedly in earnest.' He

continued, "It is my belief
that this situation must be
changed through federal
legislation with appropriate
penalties so (hat ConRail
and other common carriers
are held responsible for the
operation and notification
when potential hazards are
clearly pretmt."

A resolution was passed by
the N.J State Safeiy Council
supporting the City of South
Ambov and calling for a
complete and thorough
investigation of all the
events connected with the
derailment in the city.

Augusta Street residents
again made their complaint*
known to Council concerning
McCarmack Terminal Co.
Inc.. and their operations.

Half a dozen residents
present at Tuesday nights
council meeting had been
before the council two weeks
earlier, and their ranks have
now increased to about two
down, all coming to lodge
complaints against

AtJ the residents were
angry that the operations at
McCormack generated such
noise that many area
neighbor*' had taken to
shouting in their own homes
to be heard.

AM the reataanU a l t *
