Meeting Your Houseplants'
Summer Needs

When il comes to summer
housepliint care, there urv
twii approarhes You can
either keep (hem indoor*, or
hnnK them ituisitk' for the
growing season Knhrr way.
yew m«y need to make some
adjustmenls in their care
now

If you decide to keep your
plants inside for the season,
check the light where they re
located Summer sun IK
much brighter than winter
sun This won't matter in
some case*, but plants like
ferrw, many geaneriads. and
even some foliage plants
may get too much light if you
leave them in a aoutn or west
window now Either move

, them to a northern exponure,
or provide filtered light for
them with a fine curtain or
light shade

One advantage of keeping
plants indoors all year round
is that they don't have to be
reacclimated when cold
weather returns in the fall
Growth will also usually be
slower than it would be
outside

On the other haad, many
plants respond well to a
summer spent outdoors the
light is better and the air
frsher Rut. again, the light
exposure plants get can be
critical A north facing or
shaded location is good for
most begonias, ferns and
green foliage plants Cacti
and gernaiums prefer more
sun

All plants should be
protected from the direct
rays of the sun when they're
first moved outdoors Give
them a chance to get
acclimated first Too sudden
an exposure to full summer
sun will injure most plants
Some leaves may turn brown
and drop. Others will
become a pale, sickly green
Once they've adjusted to
their new setting, though,
most houseplants will grow
well. It's a good way to
rejuvenate them for the
winter months to come.

A few precautions about
placing plants outdoors are
offered. Make sure they're
sheltered from sudden gusts
of wind which might

otherwise knock them over,
with shattering results And
be sun* plants that will be
nnned on hiive adequate
drainage to prevent
dnfYmng I Km t put them in
pof«-without drainage hole*,
or in saucers thai will hold
water too Jong

Despite lhene hazard*,
you II prohahly find it earner
to care for your plants
outdoor* than it would b*
inside the house Whether
indoors or out. your
houseplants are growing
more rapidly now than they
were during the winter, so
they rquire more frequent
watering and feeding
Because growth is vigorous.
this is a good time to shape
them up

Plants thai are too large
can be cut back and
reshaped. Begonias and
foliage pltnts with multiple
branches are the most likely
candidates for this
treatment If more drastic
measures are called for,
they can be divided as wall
as cut back this way they
can e put back in smaller
pots and you can grow the
extra plants as gifts for
friends

Transfer plants that have
outgrown their pota to larger
ones, but be sure to break up
the root hall first Do this
either by crumbling the root
ball in your hands, or by
rutting away some df the
roots with a knife

When grown in hanging
baskets, vines like bridal
veil, wandering Jew ajid
Swedish Ivy often lose the
leaves nearest the pot. When
this happens, it's time to
•give them a "haircut". Trim
around the edge of the pot to
force new growth close to the
soil line < If you want more
plants, you can root taw
cuttings afterward.) After
trimming, repot the original,
plant in the same container,
but replace half of the oM
soil with new.

After trimming and
repotting your hrwafsplants,
give them some liquid paint
food to stimulate new growth
and they should soon leak
better than ever
