have a regular staff If
internists, registered nurses,
and pharmacists to man the
Strathmore Clinic, and
indicated that at some future
point hopes to work closely
with the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital. He
contends his Union clinic is
presently cooperating with
the Fair Oaks Hospital in
Summit.

"Basically, we want to
help those who are alcohol or
drug dependant. We have
social workers and
councilors who determine
the type of treatment each
individual will get" Bass
continued, "I nave been
involved in this kind of work
for 15 years and I believe we
can prevent a lot of human
tragedy and help a lot of
people with such a clinic.''

When asked why he did not
come before the City Council
to discuss his plans for the
clinic in the city beforehand.
Bass said he was advised by
his law firm Hunziker,
Hunziker, and Jones of
Paterson and West Milford
that it was not necessary for
him to seek the Council's
approval. He stated he did
not require a certificate of
occupancy and has thus far
met all the requirements set
forth by the state.

A pharmacist himself,
Bass said the clinic would be
funded by patient's fees, and
that these patients would be
referred to his privately
owned clinic from all of
