Congress unanimously
paased Public Law M-M,
designating the third week of
every July "Captive Nations
Week'

The express purpose of
this Act was to call attention
to the plight of captive
peoples throughout the world
2nd to regitter our
opposition to Soviet
inperialism.

In New Jersey's 15th
District, there is a special
regard for these people* who
struggle to be free under the
cloud of the Soviet bloc.
Here, where tens of
thousands of their
compatriots have made their
homes — freely — the
heritage left behind is never
long forgotten.

I V law itself describes
this most aptly: ' t h i s
harmonious unification of
the diverse elements of our
free society has led the
people of the United States to
possess a warm
understanding and
sympathy for the aspirations
or peoples everywhere.''

Latvia and Lithuania,
emphasizing their right to
sovereignty. We must
continue to strengthen this
diplomatic posture of non-
recognition of s totalitarian
rule imposed and
maintained by force

Sayrevilte and South River to play other sandlot teams and beat them
They fashioned (heir own chance books raffling off cakes and setting
huckleberries to acquire some money Their baseball career ended with
World War II but they were good baseball players'
