Accompanying them was
City Council President
Frank Tarallo and
Counci lman Bruce
Richmond.

The 65 square foot
classrooms srs
approximately 95 percent
finished, according to Olexa,
with drop ceilings and new
lighting for maximum
illumination of work areas.
Two of the rooms are to be
js*d for special education
'lasses Presently over 50
special ed students are sent
outside the district for their
education, but 16 are
expected to be
"mainstreamed" at the John
Street Schooi, and would
represent a savings of
195.000 Olexa reported

A new entrance way from
George Street provides a
ramp for handicapp-
students as well as sta ,
and even the, water fountain

Those g*»ud thing*
happening in New Jersey
public schools goes even
further in South Amboy.
where students uavr
continuously scored higher
^ach year on the state's
Minimum Basic Skills test in
matehmatics and reading
ability

The results of tests taken
in April by third, sixth,
ninth, and eleventh graders
pleased hut did not surprise
Hoard of Education
President Thomas Tice.
"Every child who graduates

from our school system will
meet the basic skills
requirements."

Published Inures show
South Amboy students will
not only meet the
requirements, but many far
surpass the minimum
standard

Ninety eight percent of the
third graders in the city's
public school met or
surpassed set requirements
in reading, as compared to
m» percent. RB percent. and 91
percent in the sixty, ninth,
and eleventh grades.

To meet the slate standard
students had to have a score
of 75 on the reading test and
fift on the math test

One hundred per cent of
the third graders met and
surpassed the (15 test score in
the math portion Ninety-one
percent of the sixty grader.s
05 percent of the ninth
graders, and 90 percent of
the eleventh graders also
met (he minimum,
standard!

Board of Education,
member and past president
Judith Warn believes the
programs offered in the
school are not temporary
shot gun methods but fully
implimented programs to
help those students who at
one time were lacking

"There has been a new
attitude, mainly in the last»
7 years by teachers,
administration and hoard

approving recommenda-
tions." Warn offered

Special help was
forthcoming to students in
need, but Warn also praised
the parents "Today's
parents try to spend above
and beyond the standard few
hours with their children It
shows in a small district
iiuchasours."

Curriculum Coordinator
Robert Bloodgood cited
many factors he
believedhelped in raising the
scores of the students

"Certainly the teachers
did a great part in their
support of the children, in
pinpoining problems by
keeping cumulative record
cards Our biggest success
factor was the
implementation of new
programs: they have really
taken hold " Bloodgood said

"We picked our programs
by committee." Bloodgood
continued, "not by book
publishers releases and have
reinforcement practice right
in the curriculum It is a long
standing misconception that
the South A.nboy public
school does not produce
exceptional students I feel I
can say tha> this <S A
Elementary and Hoffman
High) is the best school in
the city

In the meantime. Warn
said, the school will continue
to update programs The
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adminiatration m*y question
costs, but has never turned
down a replacement for an
antiquated curriculum
