“‘unfavorable!' to the
building p*rnm had
resérvations at this time
aboul cost, about the site for
the high school. and about

Board is especiall
eager to get across to
Amboy voters that, aside
from providing Dbetter
education for our children
and enhancing the image of
the community, the building
program actually will save

taxpayers money as
compared to all other
ajternatives,’’ Tice shys.
