Rescue Truck

At a specia) meeting heid
August 2, the members of the
South Amboy First Aid and
S:'Le.ly S!q;:am,~ voted 1o
r ce | present 1963
Rescue Truck with a new

one.

The old truck purchased 18

ears ago at a cos) of §25,000

as served the squad
{aithfully over the years but
age w slarting to take ils toll
on the unit commonly known
as R-3 (Reacue ).

The new R-3 will be a 1982
Ford LNBOOU series chassis
with an 18 foot rescue body
mounted on it The custom
built body will have a
generator built in as well as
two portable generators for
4 combined power rating of
Lsw KW with capabilities of
110 and 220 volts it will also
have new equipment such as
a Uascade System from
which the squad will be able
to refill Scot{ Air Pac hottles
atl the scene of lires as well
a5 scuba tanks and other air
hreathing equipment [t will
also have the “Jaws ol Late’
a power ool designed tor
extricating victims that are
tra in cars The new
iruck will be powered by a
diesel engine and will be
capable of operah the
sguad’s arr tools off the
truck’s  brake system,
samething we are not ahie tn
do at this time The new R-3
will  also have the
vapabilities of handling a
stretcher  patient  who
reguires a total life support
system such as a respirator,
Momlors and
vquipment 21 a hospital 1n

The new truck 15 1n the
planning and design stage as
of now The 882 Ford
chassis has been purchased
by the squad at 2 cost of
approximately $32.000. and
the body and new equipment
will cost approximately
$75.000. The squad has set
aside over the years in a
truck fund approximately
one third the cost of the new
truck. The squd will be
runmng some special fund
raising activities in the near
future to help defray the cost
of the new truck The
eslimated delivery date of
the new R-3 is the summer of
1982 at this time.
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Florio Legislation To Aid City

The City of South Amboy is
making headway, although
slowly, in their efforts to
hring ConRail around to
notifying local officials of
rail accidents, especially
those involving the
transporting of hazardous
materials which occur
within our city .

Democratic gubernatorial

Decision

In i hearing beld before
the Countsy  Construction
Board ot  Appeals  last
Wednesday  to determine

whether the Strathmore
Chmie may or may  not
operate  at ts  present

location on Broadway. the
county granted clinic owner
Cerhard Bass a cattifieptonf
occupancy provided all
health and fire codes are
met.

According to Uity Altorney
Clrk Convery. this does not
hwoever mean that Bass
mas bring pahients into his
detoxification chme  and
administer treatment

“The ity s stand on the
issue s that the county has
no jurisdiction in this matler
and  they improperly
interprete the  city's
ordinance The law firm of
(onvery and Convery had
recommended to the Mayor
that an appeal be filed
immediately to the county
vourts.”” Convery said.

Convery also said the
N.J. Stale Department of
Healh has recinded their
letter granting the
Strathmore their certificate
of need. The city contends
the certificate was 1ssued
while the clinic was
attempting to open in Old
Bridge. and that Bass had
again o file for this
certificate of need in order lo
operate in the city of South
Amboy

Captain James Tedesco was

Tedesco continued, “Conrail
must report nly when there
s o spill ur leak and in our
opinion by that ime 1t 18 too
Inte.

the railroads « nolify any
municipality of  any
derailment insts imits

“We need o know when
there s a danger of any kind
in order to aler! our
protective agencies surh =2s
the First Aid aru Fire
Depariments The bottcm
18 this can all be
accomplished by a simple
phone call,” Tedesco
commented.

Once the ¢ity was aierted
to the possibility: of trouble
during the Apn! derailment
the city's Civel Defense
network was alerted as well
as the first aid, fire
department and police force.
All agencies were on call
until the rail cars containin
sulphuric acid. chloride, an
ethy! oxide were righted on
the tracks again.

In the interest of citizen
safety Florio has authored
legislation which would
establish a training center
under the auspices of the
state . Depariment  of
Transportation (o better

repare 'ucal police and
irement to respond to
accidents involving
hazardous materials. This
legislation has jusi recently
been passed in the House and
pertains not only to rail
problems, bui to all types of
shipping concerns that deal
with transportatiecn of
dangerous materials.
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Tarallo Encourages
City's Own
Collection Dumping

City Council President
Frank Tarallo has called for
the city to investigate the

ibility of its employecs
o handle garbage disposal
within its boundaries.

It was noted during an
agenda meeting earlier this
month that the City and
Jersey Sanitation had not
come (0 an agreement on
how (0 best desl with the
strike and the billing lor the
month of July.

After deciding to withhold
$3,000 from the bill for the
month, President Tarallo
commended the city's public
works rtment on their
handling of the garbage and
proposed to City Business
Administrator Nicholas
Smoiney to initiate a study
on just what would be
necessary for the city to
handle its own garbage
disposa).

During the strike by the
sanilation union members,
the city's public works
department was able to keen
up with the additional work
load during overtime hours.
and the city ifully expect
Jersey  Sanitation to
compensate for the six
collection days of the strike

The ¢ty hax a contract
with Jersey Sanitation that
will expire in June 1983, and
ncrease percen
will be aslr:; This year's
garhage pickup tah will add
upto$134.632

“Garbage disposal by the
city 18 a compilex issue
needing an in-depth detailed
study.” Smolney said
Jersey Samtation uses one
truck, but has a back-up and
we need 1o take into
consideration the cosls
involv: d in maintenance and
repairing such a truck. sick
and vacati:n time for
personnel. r..ajor medical -
all these hnve an impact on
the feasibility of suvch a

lan.” There are dumping
ees to he considered also.
and it would be safe to
assume ‘the existing
manpower supply would not
meet the city's needs and
additional personnel would

be employed. Also the
~method and collection
scheduies must be
considered.”’

Tarallo indicated he would
persue the malier and
reminded the council
members that it was not so
many years ago the city did
handle its own disprsal, and
with ever escalsiing costs
should once again connider
such a move
