Acting Council President
Richard J Schultz and
Mayor Cross both
admonished the van driver
and reminded her she was
not a member of the first aid
squad and that the city has
qualified people to deal with
emergency medical
problems Schultz said,
"You should park the van.
and use the radio asking the
police department to please
send an ambulance."

Therein lies the point she
was trying to make, Mrs
Murphy said, "I cannot get
anyone to act on my calls.

"I think it's a shame,' she
continued, "one day one of

I
margin, this special vote
showed the idea of a new
school was Riiinintf
momentum and wirier
acceptance and support by
840 votes in the affirmative

It was dearly a case «-i
history repeats itself
however, for 1.056 voters
defeated the cause

It was believed to be a
record number of voters who
cast their informed opinions
for any one school election
The 1.896 voters who did go
to the polls represnted
almost 43 percent of the
entire registered voters in
the city

The proposed new school
was sound put down by the
whole of Wards One and
Two. while in the Third Ward
two of the districts garnered
a greater share of the yes
votes.

Not to be dlscouraaud.
Board -* SniraTlon
President Thomas Tice said
he did not think the $8 3
million plan or the site of the
new school was the problem
"A change in the site would
change the vote radically."
he commenced

"The problem was not
convincing about 200 voters,
it's obvious the public read
the literature, which ts what
Ihe hoaro had committed
itself to a better infdrmed
public." Tice stated

Hoard member Alice
Kupper was also
unciscnuraged and said,

Ve should put it through
thf wringer again, we're
follish if we don t " She
would like to see another
referendum as soon as
possible.

Another Board member.
Margaret McCarthy, put up
her hands and said the board

The damage CF causes
lies in an abnormal produc-
tion and accumulation of a
glue-like mucus that clogs
the lungs, preventing normal
removal of dust and bac
teria. It leads to repetitive
infections that destroy lung
tissue. The mucus also Im
padea the flow of digestive
emymes from the pancreas
to the Intestines As a result,
food is poorly digested;
proteins and lats are in
sufficiently absorbed

CF patients undergo 2-4
daily respiratory therapy
sessions in which they are
clapped and pounded on the
back to dislodge mucus in
the lungs Many inhale
medicated vapors several
limes a day. Oral antibiotics
are taken to ward off lung in-
fections and periodic
hoapitalltatlon is routine for
many In addition, pills con
taining pancreatic enzymes
are taken with each meal to
replace these substances in
the diet

The earliest symptoms
sometimes appear at birth
aa an intestinal blockage
known as meconium ileus
Sometimes, symptoms occur
months later when thick
mucus secretions clog the
lungs and create breathing
problems. Some people with
CF aren't diagnosed until
adolescence, or even later.

Progress and promising
leads in the United States
and England toward a cure
Some researchers believe
they have identified an ab-
normal protein in the blood
of both the CF patient and
the CF carrier Others
suspect an ensynte deficien-
cy in the amnlotic fluid of the
unborn CF child Many more
studies are underway.
