Landfill Study Grant Awarded
City Council President

Krank Tarallo and
Council men Schultz. Noble,
and Richmond Monday night
sat through two separate
presentations from
professional planners with
regard to types of
development best suited for
the City's landfill area

Karlier thisyear the City
receiv«Ht a $20,000 grant to
initiate n study for the
landfill areu. what types of
recreation or income
producing structures can be
planned for

Sasaki ssociates working
with the Cross group from
Matawan presented a
lengthv proposal of ideas
geared toward developing
this land These included the
mention of a marina,
restaurant . parks,
boardwalk nno a
rondiminium Sasaki's Moe
Kreedman. a civil coastal
engineer and planner told
the Council his firm of 2W
emplovees specialized in
coasfu) planning and had
available at their disposal
architects and designers of
the highest quality The
Cross group has been
involved in the Perth Amboy
waterfront restoration and
said they worked on Ihe
premise that if the
development did not
ultimately refinance itself
the protect was not worth
undertaking

Sasaki/Cross introduced
diagrams of a waterfront
development they handled in
Massachusetts in which the
United States government
funded I1.ftoo.ooo of the
project.

Freedman saaid the
landfill was a unique asset to
the City. "It requires too
much gas to vacation far
from home, and we believe
you (South Amboy) have one
of the beat sailing bays in the
New York/New Jersey
Metropolitan area

Tht Flaherty Giguara
Aitoctatton made a similar
presentation, citing several

projects completed in an
area the size of our site
landscape architect Vince
McDermott explained his
associates have a "deep
understanding of local
needs." especially of
smaller communities, and
their plans would include a
study of wildlife habitats and
vegetation identification in
the area before a
determination would be
made to how best improve
the landfill to service the
City

VicePresident of the site
development group John
Milone also told those
present they were open to
suggestions as to exactly
what types of development
the City had in mind,
whether they would be
commecial or residential, or
simply for recreation
purposes

The Council Tuesday night
made the determination to
retain Sasaki'Cross for the
project The 80-acre site to
be studied encompasses the
land from the easterly side
of Sun Oil. includes the South
Amboy Boat Club area, and
ends at the boundary of the
borough of Sayreville

Aerial photos will b«* used
as'y reference, and the firm
expects the land will
generate enough income to
pay for 50 percent of the
improvements.
