On*1 resident, a clone
neighbor ol McCormack
alleged the employees
intentionally harassed the
homeowners by letting
certain equipment idle
duhng the early and late
evcing hours Some citizens
complained of notse all night
long and have found some
help coming from the
Department of
Knvironmental Protection
and the Central Jersey
Regional Air Pollution
Control Agency

The DEP has charged
McCormack with failing to
apply (or permits to allow
for its coal operation, and
the pollution control agency
has five separate times
charged the company with
alleged violations of air
pollution and ordered
McCormack to make
equipment changes to slop a
large amount of the dust
from being carried through
the City by high wind*.

City police have also
issued two summonses to
McCormack for creating
noise in excess of levels
specified in the city
ordinance. The court date
has been postponed, but
Councilman Robert Noble
has told residents he would
personally persue the issue

Approval was given late
last week to Modern
Transportation, lnc . to
begin work on their 33-acre
propely to transform it into
another coal facility

The South Amboy
Plann.iig Board
unanimously gave the
preliminary go ahead to
Modern for their plans,
submitted earlier. to
renovate and reactivate
their1 Main Street coal
industry.

In approving the plan,
however, the board set
several restrictions on
Modern's operation, being
fearful of multiplying the
problems experienced by
McCormack Terminal's
neighbors. The city is
currently involved in a suit
to force McCormack
officials to obtain proper
operating permits for their
coal transfer activities as
well as to work on keeping
down noise and ust pollution
levels. Residents living near
the Augusta Street
McCormack have on
numerous occasions during
the past year come to the
council to complain of what
they termed unhealthy and
unsafe living conditions
