School Board
New Budget

The New Jersey State
Department of Education, in
an effort to identify total
expenditures of a school
district on a program by
program basis is attempting
to introduce a new budgeting
system throughout the slate,
to be fully implemented in
the 1983-84 school year,
under present state
requirement*

However, the South
Amboy Board of Education
adopted a resolution Monday
evening asking the state
Department of Education to
delay implementation of the
program-oriented budgeting
and to make its adoption a
voluntary measure to be put
into effect by individual
school boards

Boards throughout the
state are requiredto prepare
both a line-item budget and a
program-oriented budget for
the 198243 school year The
resolution passed Monday
night by the City's board
members hopes to delay the
changeover year to 1983-84

John o l e x a ,
Superintendent of South
Amboy Schools was not
impressed with the new
accounting, saying its
implementation may cost
some of the smaUer districts

At winter approaches, thoughts Inevitably turn to the
rising coats of energy, sapselilly heating fuel A move to
protect vital energy conservation tax credits that can help
greatly in our efforts to reduce these costs and achieve
energy indanandanct is now underway in the House of
Rapresentatives.

Two hundred and thirty-three House members, myself
among them, »n backing legislation that stresses the need to
continue those tax Incentive* in light of recent Indications
from the Administration that these valuable credits might be
repealed or reduced.

Passed in 1977, these incentives afford tax credits to
homeowners who install residential energy-saving devices
These credits range from a 15 percent credit on up to 91,000 in
specific home improvements like insulation and weather-
stripping, to a 40 percent credit on solar systems costing up to
$10,000

Businesses and industry are entitladto similar relief
with a 15 percent renewable energy lnvMnofrnt credit for
solar, wino and gtotharmal equipment.

All of these credits are temporary, most ending at the
end of 19t5. They are designed to reduce our nation's
dependence on imported oil at a rapid rate.

Our nation has experienced conaioV able economic
difficulties and disruptions since 1873 because of the rapid
increase in the price of oil, and the energy-related problems
of tht Northeast-Midwest region are particularly severe.

Our diaproportionate dependence on imported oil, the
preponderance of an older, energy inefficient housing stock,
the lack of oil and gas reserves, and inordinately high energy
prices have combined to make our region most vulnerable to
energy price rises and supply interruptions

We must reduce our dependence on imported oil.
especially given the instability or the Middle East, the region
from which a major portion of our imported oil comes.

Increased energy conservation and the increased use ol
renewable energy sources can increase our energy
independence and decrease our costs.

Opinion in the 15th District bears this out. Forty-eight
percent of those responding to my newsletter-questionnaire
fast winter favored greater emphasis on renewable energy
projects as a means to help solve our energy problems.

Government funding of research and grants for the
installation of conservation and renewable energy materials
have already been drastically cut To propose repeal of these
tax provisions at this time would create severe damage to a
large number of projects that are now under negotiation.

More than five million Americans have successfully used
tax credits to reduce their energy consumption or develop
attamattva energy sources. The continuation of those credits
will benefit individuals from throughout the country,
particularly in our region.
