Hoat Club repairs stand to
be affected also bv the
funding of a study to
determine how to best use
the entire landfill area. The
80-acre site to be studied
encompasses the land from
the easterly tide of Sun Oil.

The 120,000 grant was
awarded in October and
p-opoaalt for the land use
included mention of a

through revenues realized
from the land.

Just how such
improvements can be
coordinated to benefit the
Boat Club has not been
determined, but club
