Area ‘Firefights Respond To
South Amboy General Alarm

Members of the South
Amboy arson task lorce
joined with the Muddlesex
County arson task force
Tuesday to investigate the
fire that so «ompletely
destroyed the second and
attic floors of JoTom's Sub
and Pizza Shop. South Pine
Avenue

The fire, which was first
reporied at 2:20 pm on
Monday. was spotlted by a
passerby s billowing clouds
of smoke began immedialely
attracting a swelling crowd.

Charles DelMonte, co-
owner of the building was
present and working in the
sub shop when the fire broke
oul, and quickly summoned
the fire department. The
second  owner.  Joseph
Bonacore, was not at home
at the time. but both men
resided along with several
other tenants, some of whom
were alsu a1 home in the
building when the blaze
started, but managed to
leave safely. as reported by
City Fire Marshall Chester
Meinzer

South Amboy Fire Chief
William Leonard reported
the (ire was under control
shortly after 3 p.m., some 40
minvias after the fire was

ed. and not until after
the City's Protection,
Mechanicsville, Indepen-
dence, and Progressive
companies received help
from Morgan, S.yreville.
and Perth Amboy

South Ambaoy's Enterprise
Snorkel, lhnuﬁh well-
manned, was unable lo leave
the garage due (o
mechanical trouble The
snorkel is invaluable as it
can pump necessary water
from the air directly at the
source of the fire and has
been instrumental in
bringing several fires
quickly under control. a
member of the company
stated.

Also at the scene was the

South Amboy First Aid
Squad, ever present at the
scene of a Plre to insure
speedy care to victims of the
harsh, acrid smoke and
flames. No injuries were
reported.
blaze, which totally
destroyed the upper floors,
was contained and at no time
were any of the surrounding
structures in any danger,
according to Fire Chief
lLeonard.
All three chiefs present,
including First Assistant
Chief William Hawes and

Second Assistant Chief
Francis Mulvey, were
commended by aclin

Mayor Robert Noble. an
who in turn themselves
commended their men for
the efforts spent in the
handling and containing of
the fire.

The eight who were left
homeless by the fire soon
learned there was nothing to
salvage and made plans to
stay with relatives and
friends.

One of those eight. Chester
Fischer, was himself a
volunteer fireman and
responded to the general
alurm only to fiud all his

and those of his
17 year old son destroyed.

‘lean-up operations
included a Setair of several
men to stand fire watch
during the night, as Chief
l.conard assigned the
Protection fire truck to do
so. The men not only keep
out  vandals. but are
responsible for insuring that
the blaze does not start up
again, reported one

Boat Club Promised Series of Leases

Commodore John
Szatkowski and buslding and
grounds commiltee
chairman Vince Paisal of the
South Amboy boat club
received assurances from
members of the City Council
earlier this week when they
once luaiu n::d for a five
year lease on the property at
the end of George Street.

Szatkowski said aH the
renovation and repair work
at the boat club requires long
term financing, bu that the
financing is difficult to get
when the club can show only
a one year lease. Szatkowski
had arpeared before the
Counci! previously and
described the dredging to
enable the building of
additional boat alips as well
as other extensive
improvements club
members were
contemplating for the near
future.

Vince Paisal also said he
could see no with
the City's grantirlg of a five
year lease, "'There is a
clause al the botiom of the
lease saying either part
may cancel the lease wit
one ysar's notice.”’

Council President and
Acting lllyor Robert Noble

explained he and the other
council members feit a one
vear lease was exiremely
beneficial to both sides. and
assured Szatkowski and
Paisal that the boat club
may stay at their present
facility as long as they
wanted. “‘We have no
intentions of disrupting the
boat club activity, we will
ive you as many oen year
eases as you need,”’ Noble
continued. ‘‘we are not
looking lo do away with the
South Amboy Boat Club
Noble calmed the boat
club representatives by
telling them the landfiil
study done earlier this year
and which included housin
and recreational land
rolpoul was not anythin
irm, that no movement
toward the development of
this tract of land has been
yet planned, and the club
“stands an excellent chance
to enhance their activity.”

““The kitchen area is the
least affected,”’ Leonard
noled after his inspection.

The white aluminum sided
building with its black
shutters had been referred to
bf fire spectalors as a
“‘landmark’’, the original
structure being of historic
value and adding its own
history to the City.

Only a short time ago
smoke detectors had been

installed and the exits from,

the buiiding improved after
a fire inspection and all was
in order, according to Fire
Marshall Meinzer.
