Last week's fire that
quickly engulfed the upper
floors of JoTom's at John
Strent and Pine Avenue WHS
the kcene of much
investigation to determine
the cause of the fire and the
reason the building burned
so rapidly Despite the best
efforts of the City's
firefighters and the fast
response of Morgan. Perth
Amboy and Sayreville
firemen, the building that
housed eight persons and a
sub shop and deli was
rendered uninhabitable

"We believe the cause to
be related to the aluminum
wiring. ' Fire Marshall
Chester Meinxer reported
"The wire must have been

loose, and as the wire heated

up it would have, arccg At
(his point the heat and
electricity must have an
outlet and possibly caused
the fire "

The Middlesex County
Arson Tank Force also
officially recorded the cause
ol the blare as not being of a
suspicious origin The
decision was reached after
two members of the force
spent several hours in the
building the day after the
fire

Fire Marshall Meinzer
noted several causes for the
start could have been
efficiently ruled out with
certain types of equipment
which was unavailable to the
City's own anon task force

JoTom's fire was believed
to have started in a back
hallway, said South Amboy
Fire Chief William Leonard.
