notified them, "is not to run
a game room, but to run a
tavern, therefore you are
not being considered an
arcade, and as such- not
subject to those parts of the
ordinance which deal with
the licensing of arcades "

('onvery did caution the
tavern owners, however,
saying that while the ( n>
was not calling their bu
sinesseK arcades now. Ik-
addition of unlimited
machines would not go
unchallenged, and may not
be well taken by the ABC
either It is possible,
suggested Con very, for the
ABC to make their own
determination and levy fines
if hey felt a tavern fell
within their definition of an
arcade, and provisions for
separate entrances are not
in evidence

New Video Law Vexes Game Vendors Health Fair '82
Scheduled ForAttorney David Haber.

Screenboard Games. Inc.
and partner of Robert
McGowan, owners of the
Wizard of Ohms. South
Broadway, family game
room, were far from pleased
at the Council proceedings
and the new video game
ordinance proposed

Haber. ins aying the
Wizard of Ohms was the
inspiration for the new
ordinance, questioned at
what point in time the
operation of a tavern
became secondary to
p r o v i d i n g g a m i n g
entertainment, and who
defines just what the
primary purpose of an
establishment Is.

It is a factual
determination made by
members of this Council,
attorney for the city Clark
Convery told Haber "The
only distinction of an arcade
is the additional license and
that it cannot be located
within certain limited
areas," Convery continued.
"If at some point it appears
a tavern, or other place of
business is becoming an
arcade, we (city officials)
will enforce the arcade
regulations "

Haber also disputed the
limited hours of operation,
those during school hours,
between 7 a m and 3 p m
the game room must be
closed. He reminded the
council the Wlurd of Ohms
voluntarily doses It's doors
during school hours, being
open at lunch time from noon

to I pm "Why 3 p.m.?
Where is the motivation for
picking that particular hour
for us to open*' Why the
arbitrary selection of 3 p m
when no identifiable
problems have been brought
to our attention?"

Councilman Richard J
Schultz commented there
should be no chance for the
school age children, to leave
the school building earlier to
go to such gaming places

Acting Council President
Bruce Richmond advised
Haber teh Council had
received and read a letter
from Haber's partner.
Robert McGowan, and

. discussed it at length, with
Considerable input from
school Superintendent John
Olexa Richmond admitted
to i noticeable Increase in
truancy, and Convery
advised Haber the hours
were not arbitrarily decided
upon.
