When young Thaddeus
Janeczko came in contact
with a live hig^ voltage wire
in February of 1W1 he watt
rushed to the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital for
immediate treatment

Once stabilized, he was
transported to Livingston's
burn unit in St. Barnabas
Hospital via helicopter A1
that time Teddy voiced a
wish to "take another
helicopter ride when it
doesn't hurt HO much," and
Harry J. Gaynor. President
and Founder of the National
Burn Victim Foundation,
Orange, New Jersey, ha:
helped make this wish a
reality

T h e Warner-Lambert
Pharmaceutical Company of
Morris Plains provided a six-
passenger helicopter in
which Teddy, his brother,
and a doctor and nurse from
the crisis intervention team
were flown from South
Amboy Hospital to the State
House in Trenton," Gaynor
said

Among those who came to
see Teddy off were members
of the South Amboy First AM
and Safety Squad, South
Amboy policemen, and
South Amboy firemen, as
well as hospital staff
members who worked
diligently to save Teddy's
life A little more than a year
ago.

In Trenton, where the
helicopter occupants were
met by Toddy's classmates
and teacher, ahd parents
who traveled to the state
capital by bus, Toddy was
named a poster child for the
National Burn Victim
Foundation by New Jersey
Oovernor Thomas Kean,

a proclamation

designation May as the
NBVF Burn Awareness
Month

Gaynor is intent on
spreading the facts about
eiectrtcalcurrent burns.

"Many adults, including
educators are not aware that
it is not necessary to actually
touch a high voltage wire to
be burned." Gaynor
explained why. "These wires
give off a magnetic field at
all times which is increased
during wet and damp
weather It is possible for the
electricity to arc, or jump to
a conductor or person close
to that magnetic field into
theground.

This, said Gaynor is what
happened Jo ll-year old
Teddy "We need to sensitize
the children to what could
happen even when you come
close to a wire," the founder
of the NBVF said

The foundation visited the
South Amboy Elementary
school after Teddy's
accident to "do a decent job
of educating our children."
He also stated the utility
company's "missed the
boat when they lecture,
never mentioning that direct
wire contact is not needed to
sustain serious burn
injuries.

11 At times you can actually
hear these high voltage
wires hum - that's the
electricsl field surrounding
the wires '

Gaynor noted Toddy was
one victim among many.
"This is the month to
emphasise how devastating
such burns are," he said as
he explained the thrust <* the
campaign is education in the
schools, homo, and
thJtwghouttlitosmmttairy.

Members of the City
Council met with the Board
of P'ducation Tuesday
evcni/iR in a session to
discuss the $2,285,996 school

which South Ambuy
saw fit to defeat at the

polls last Tuesday Also
pri-seni was Mayor J
Thomas Cross, School
Superintendent John Olexa,
fits Musi ness Administrator
Nicholas Smolnev, City
Attorney Clark Convery,
Hoard Attorney George
otlowskt Jr and Board
Secretary John Kuhn.

Council President Robert
Noble explained to the board
he felt "mandated by the
people" because of the 131-
1:19 yes/no votes "to do
something." That something
he felt was a cut in the
budget He asked the board
for their comments and
suggestions as to the area
where the cuts could be
made

Councilman Frank Tarallo
asked board members to
clarify severs I points to see
if the cuts could be justified,
and after much explanation
by the Board, the Council
asked for f 19,000 reduction to
be trimmed from the present
budget.

Board member Robert
McGowan stated he and the
other members present did
not feel 8 votes when only 27C
voters went to the polls was
on soeiwhoiming mandate.
He pointed out (he original
budget was $106,000 less than
the previous year, however,
that since Gov Thomas
Kean's cuts have been
handed down the board has
had to absorb and assume
the additional cuts.

"We are under the budget
cap by 122,000 and feet a cut
in our budget may
jeopardize our programs/'
McGowan said.

Olexa cited reductions in
state aid as eating awoy at
the school budget surplus.
He noted 83 percent or the
total budget was fixed
charges such as books,
utilities, salaries, while the
remaining 17 percent was for
the maintenance of school
programs, including state
mandated programs.

"The budget cannot be cut
if we rationalize, ther is a
zero increase as far as
money requested." Olexa
told the Council.

The school superintendent
informed those present that
current registration for the
p r e k i n d e r g a r t e n was
currently at 78 children, and
there were two more
registration dates set. "We
normally register about 40
children; this is the most
registrations we have had in
seven years. We cannot
create classes and cut the
budget at the same time, not
when we expect the total pre-
K registration to rise even
more."

The state provides funding
for one pre-K class under the
Title 1 funds, but the school
must oear the cost of sny
additional classes.

Faced with the cuts, thf
• board must set priorities,
according to Olexa, and one
of the programs affected
with be the pre-K.

Another area where this
cut could be felt is the
community school. "We
have several free classes for
seniors that wilt have to be
done away with," Olexa
argued.

Outlining the computer
science program for the high
school, Olexa said the
students would be short-
changed in this world of
computer technology if the
school was not able to
provide the proper
education.

Olexa indicated he was
aware of the problems of
those who do not have
children in the school
system. "It is still
everyone's responsibility to
educate society1! children. It
is " an inherent
retponsibility.. M

"There is also a growing
feeling of a population
increase in the late '80's. In
South Amboy it may already
be happening as evidence by
the pre-K enrolment," the
Superintendent warned.
