City Monies To Balance State Woes? Memorial Remembrances Sot

MAIN

The City of South Amboy
could stand to lose as much
as $710,400 in franchise and
gross receipt monies while
the state seeks to balance its
budget "on the backs of
communities like South
Amboy." according to South
Amboy Mayor J Thomas
Cross

At issue is a bill hy
Assembly Speaker Alan
Kareher, and strongly
supported by Mayor Cross
that would allow the City to
anticipate such revenues in
their own budgets and
which, under current law.
would be paid to the City by
the end of this year. The
State Governor, however, is
seeking to allow only 75
percent of the increase for
the City, and plans to make
use of the remaining monies
for his own budget
"difficulties ,

"Gov Kean, Mayor Cross
wrote in answer to a
communication from
Assembly Minority leader
Dean Gallo, "seeks to
balance the state budget and
alleviate the crises he faces
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by taking the franchise and
gross receipt monies
presently distributed by
existing state statute from
the municipalities "

Mayor Crews deplored the
'political games being
played" and once again
stated his support of
Karcher

City Business
Administrator Nichols
Smolney estimated 120
communities are likely to be
affected throughout the
state; communities like
South Amboy who will lose
revenues to the state budget.

"When we had hard times,
such as last year, we raised
taxes, if the'state is having
hard times let the state raise
their taxes throughout the
stae as well," Smolney
explained there would be
more even distribution
through such taxation and
wouM take the burden off
those 1)0 municipalities

Minority leader Gallo.
while stating that keeping
taxation under control one of
his primary concerns
disagreed with Cross and
Karcher's stand to keep our
monies, and implied the 75
percent or $532,732 the
Governor agreed to allow the
City would 'help yon and
municipal officials like you QannnA
to keep 1982 taxes down and OCLUIIU

Governor to reallocate these
monies to itself

The Mayor has the full
support of the City Council,
especially that of
Councilman Thomas
O'Brien, who is well versed
in dealing with agencies that
have been eyeing gross
receipt taxes for several
years. O'Brien has been
actively involved with
Karcher and has been
instrumental in thus far
keeping the City's money
right here.

Home gardeners who are
worried about water
eonservation should

trickle irrigation
or drip, irrigaties)

applies water slowly and
directly to the plant's root
tone through a plastic tube.
This system uses 30 to 70
percent lass water than an
overhead sprinkler system,
since much of the water
applied bv a sprinkler is
never used by the plant.

The greatest advantage of
trickle Irrigation is ita low
water use, but there are
other advantages. When
water is directed only to the
crop, fewer weeds
germinate. Tr ick le
irrigation used in
combination with black
plastic mulch further
reduces weed growth, and
alto conserves fertilizer.

Trickle irrigation is easy
to operate. Once the system
is installed, it's simply a
matter of opening a valve to
water tht entire garden. The
trickle system also requires
lets energy for pumping.
Often the flow of water can
be controlled to keep a well
from running dry

You can expect fewer leaf
diseases with trickle
irrigation. Fungus and
bacterial plant diseases
thrive as wmbucauap I*»VMI

With trickle irrigation, you
can work in the garden even
as you are watering. Only a
small area around a row of
plants is irrigated. Areas
between rows remain dry.

With overhead sprinkling,
interference from wind
causes uneven watering
Trickle irrigation results in a
uniform watering pattern.

Finally, since trickle
irrigation affects only a
limited volume of soil,
leavhing of fertilizer salts
into the ground water supply
is largely eliminated.

There are some
disadvantages to trickle
irrigation systems. They are
more expensive than most
sprinkler systems. They
take time to install, although
the project is not too
cokplicated for the average
person. A further
consideration is that trickle
ine emitters are subject to
insect and rodent damage.
Abo, the tiny emission can
become clogged with soil
paruciles, algae, or mineral
precipitates

Even considering these
d r a w b a c k s , t r i c k l e
irrigation is an effective
method of watering
vegetables, particularly
where water Is Scarce.

Put Wood Ashes To Work In Garden
Wondering what to do w ith

those wood ashes from your
fireplace now that the
winter's over4 Instead of
dumping them in the trash,
use them to imprve your
garden soil Most gardeners
add lime to the ground to
neutralize excess acid, but
you can substitute wood
ashes for the lime.

The trick is not to use too
much. Moat vegetables grow
best in soils that are only
slightly on the acid or sour
side Soils that are overly
acid aren't suitable because
they hinder good plant
nutrition. Overly alkaline
soils are equally poor in
producing crops.

Since our soils are
naturally somewhat acid,
lime is added to neutralize
them. Ground agricultural
limestone is usually used to
do tins Every three or four
yean, most gardeners
spread about five pounds of
lime per 100 square feet in
the spring and then till the
soil. This thorough mixing in
of the lime before planting is
very important

If you use wood ashes
instead of lime, you'll need
to spread onl- .wo and one
half pounds jf them over
each 100 squire feet of soil
because they're more
concentrated in their
neutralizing effect.

Besides sweetening the
soil, wood ashes also provide
several plant nutrients,
including calcium, otassium,
and magnesium. These are
present Because ashes are
the unburned residues of
wood plants and so contain
many of the plant food
minerals accumulated by
the trees as they grew

Some people spread wood
ashes in their gardens even
after crops are up. Do this
cautiously though, since
ashes arv more caustic than
lime and are rich in potash.
Spread them thinly, dusting
them along the rows

Wood ashes can be used to
discourage cabbage fly
maggots Just spread a light
band over rows of radishes
or turnips before they
sprout. Spread ashes on the
ground around broccoli
transplants too. If you have

any left after you've applied
what you need in your
vegetable plot, spread the
rest on your lawn al the
same rate.

Coal ashes aren't nearly as
useful as wood ashes. They
have little or no neutralising
power and contain very little
in the way of plant food.
They're probably most
useful as a soil amendment
to help loosen up sticky clay
soils and improve drainage.
Putting them on your garden
wont hurt, but - as with
wood ashes - don't overdo
it
