"Has the City ever
appeared before the
Chancery Court to apply to
modify the judge's decree
and^-fgiTeemenl to this
L/Midemial property?"
Norek queried

"The City of South Amboy
re-applied tht principals of
the urban league to another
area, the ordinance was

moved, duly advertised and
adopted, and we believe it to
be legally effective,"
Converysaid

We can argue a point of
law. however, the Raritan
Street section was not a
party to the Urban League
and the City is in a good legal
position on the change
ord inance . " Convery
continued.
