First Visit To The Dentist McehmDefrtt

A child's first experience
at the dontiat's office can
determine life-long attitudes
toward dental care.

T V New Jersey Dental
Association advises parents
to arrange an appointment
with the family dentist
around the child's second
htrthduy, even before a, II the
primary (baby) teeth have
come in This early visit is
an important one; it will
introduce the child to the
dentist and his staff and may
often detect dental problem*
.il an early slant*, when they
.ire easier to manure and
!»•*>. rostly to treat It s a sml
i.Hi hul studies show that
i>rtwr»'ii IH and :M percent of
.ill tut> year olds have one or
more decayed teeth.

If the child first meets the
dentist under emergency
conditions, with a broken
tooth or toothache, that
initial pain-associated visit
may instill fearful attitude*
that last a lifetime And if
parents themselves are
anxious about dental
treatment, they should
conceal this from the child,
the NJDA advises They
should also try to avoid
making statements which
imply the visit may be
unpleasant, such as "it won't
hurt " A child will take his
behavioral cues from these
verbal hints.

Besides introducing the
child to the dentla office the
first visit will be an
educational one The dentist
and his staff will teach the
child proper brushing
techniques and will stress
good oral habits which can
prevent most dental disease
leading to pain or tooth loss

Children should have
regular checkups usually
every six months The
dentist may recommend
more frequent visits.
depending on the condition of
the child's teeth,
effectiveness of home
hygiene and diet

Rut the best way to
encourage children to
optimum oral health is
thiough the parents a
example. By taking care of
their own teeth, parents can
help children establish good
dental habits Everyone
adults and children alike
should follow the rules for
good dental care:

'Brush and floss at least
once a day

•limit sweet snacks
•Use florides to strengthen

tooth enamel against decay
•Visit a dentist regularly
