Council: Clty Followed Laws In Rezoning

Construction
industrial cornplex on Iower
Raritan Street has been
slowed while waiting for
various permit approvals
while the Council s
scrambling to answer
guestions raised by George
Street resident John Norek.

Norek alleged the city had
violated 1 1976 agreement
with the Urban League of
Greater New Brunswick
when they allowed Vernon
Chevalier and Edwin
Kolodziej, two Sayreville
developers, to begin clearing
a 27-acre parcel for a light
industrial park on lower
Ruritan.

The league had included
South Amboy as one of many
municipalities al that time in
1976 as discriminating
against poor people by
excluding low-cost and
moderate income housing
from their zoning plans.

The city was excused from
the suit when then city
fathers agreed to rezone 35
acres of land at Raritan and
Main Streets for multi
family housing. Two years
later. with a change in
administration, the zoning
was again changed to light
indusirial.

Present City Law Director
Clark Convery stated the
city did indeed rezone
another area for low-income

housing. indicating the B85
acred landfill site as such.

Convery maintains the
city 18 within its legal rights
to change the location zoned
for this type of housing and
rported it was not necessary
to notify the league or the
court at the time of the
change in 1978, as long as
aAppropriate acreage was
provided.

City lawyer Convery also
said South Amboy had done
nothing to get out of the
agreement with the court
and league, and expilained
that the law had been
followed, down to the public
advertising of the zoming
change.

League director C. Roy
Epps has since sent copies of
the zoning changes to
Washington lawyer Martin
Sloane, who prosecuted the
case in court and negotiated
the settiement with then city
attorney John Vail. Sloane
now heads the National
Committee Against
Discrimination in

Eprs agreed that maklna

a change without providing
appropriate acreage in
another part of town would
constitute a violation nf the
1976 pact. and may be
construed as a contempt of
court.
