which ended with Boyle
punching Waresk in the

Babulak was transport.d
to the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital by the
South Amboy First Aid
Squad where he remains 1n
the intensive care unit. 1n
critical but stable condition,
said one nursing supervisor
The police report stated
the couple had come from
the area of the Cellar,
tavern at 500 Washington
Avenue, when they were
approached by Good
Samaritan Babulak.

Sayreville, Morgan,
Presidént Park, and Perth
Amboy have in many cases
been put on ‘stand-by’. that
is, alerted to the fact that a
fire in South Amboy may
necessitate their response.
When on stand-by, a
company will either bring a
truck fully manned to the
Broadway firehouse and

Mayoral Order Unpopular —
In Fire Department

The City’s fire marshall
iandt hire chiefs are looking o
meet with South Amboy
Mavor J Thomas ('ross and
members of the city council
‘o discuss an order dated
Juiv 12 from Mayor Cross
which forbids more than one
fire truck to leave the city at
anv given time to attend
parades and other functions.
The policy became effective
immediately upon receipt of
the letter

The direclive was issued
by the Mayor in a letter to
Fire Chief William Leonard

and cited “'recent
oxperiences  with the
breakdown of fire

apparatus’’ as the reason for
the order.

The letter states ‘‘only one
pumper may be permitted lo
leave the City limits for any
parade/outing” and that the
decision to choose one from
among the city's pumpers
will be up to the fire chief
The individual company: is
also responsible for the
truck’s return

Further, the Snorkel, "due
lo the high cost of repair
incurred,”” may not leave the
city at all unless it is
responding ‘‘to a fire or
emergency situation.”

Chief William Leonard
reported the Mayor's letter
wrs discussed during the
regular meeting of the
Executive Board of the fire
department and the
reatrictions "“did not go over
loowell’

It was on the way to the
Belville parade last month
that Progressive’s fire truck
broke down on the Parkway

and was returned to the fire
house to find the

was a faulty fuel pump. *The
repair  for that was
nominal,”" Chief Leonard
said, "'it ran around 830, but
during the course of that
repair something else was
found and also fixed."

““The truck is over 15 years
old and you have to expect
anything.”’ the Chief noted.
“'there just is no way around
it."

The problem with the
Mayor's order lies in that the
trucks taken to parades are
alwavs in contention for
trophies. The trucks are
inspected and are ‘eligible
to win an award according to
the truck ‘s function and age.
The trucks also garner
points for the company
toward the ‘best appearing
over all' category

“I don’t think the Mayor
and council realize how they
can affect the moral of the
department, especially when
each company may spend as
much as 25 to 50 hours on a
thorough cleaning of the
truck to ready it for a
parade.’’ the  Chief
conlinued. The individual
trucks receive a good
cleaning from blacking the
tires to wiping the
undercarriage, restacking
hoses in a particular manner
lo the painting of the inside
equipment compartments
and shining of every piece of
steel and chrome before a

parade. One good cleaning

‘and the truck is good for 8

year. according to Chief
Leonard. ¢
