S.A. To Hook Into Sayreville Sewer

Meecham Drive residents
will find relief from their
sewer problem int he offing
while al the same time the
city will also realize
substantial savings in years
tocome.

South Amboy Mayor J
Thomas Cross has entered
inlo an agreement with
Sayreville Mayor John
Czernikowski and their
Chairman of the Water and
Sewer Department William
Jackson and Sayreville
Engineer Peter Chimel that
will allow South Amboy lo
hook into the Sayrevilie
sewer at two separate spots ;
thereby eliminating the need
for two pumping stations in
South Amboy . ,

The 1wo stations, one
located on Pine Avenue and
the other at Veteran's Field,
cost approximately $10,000
each a vear to maintain,
reported Mayor Cross. The
city will pay Sayrevitle
$3.000 a year for the use of
their sewer, and thus shave

the annual operating costs of

the two stations.

Supervisor of the city's
Department of Public Works
Richard Muchanic explained
that sewage from the houses
on Pine Avenue alter a
cerlain point is pumped
uphill 1n what w called
‘forced main' to a holding
tank and (inallyf lows by
gravity to join with the rest
of the city's sewage system.

All of Meecham Drive,
Orchard Street, and a

rtion of Feltus Street,

to a holding station at
Veteran's Field, where it is
then pumped to Portia Street
for entry to the system.

The trouble is, Muchanic
noted. that it is 'not too easy
and sometimes impossible
with the lay of the land to use
gravity to the best
advantage. That is the
reason for the pumping
stations. and whereever you
use a pump it costs money

Muchanic  spoke of
electricity, maintenance.
repair, and replacing parts
for the pumping stations as a
‘very expensive upkeep.

*‘At one point,”’ the Public
Works Supervisor stated.
“we are only 30 feet from the
Sayreville sewer lines. It
would be relatively easy lo
make the hookup with a

minimal disruption to area

residents."

The details and the initial
cost of such a project will be
worked out by City Engineer
Frederick Kurtz, and no

work has been scheduled as -

yet to begin until Kurtz
reviews in full all aspects of
such a hookup.
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The city is hoping to avoid
a $20,000 repair bill for what
they believe to be a
manufacturer’s' defect in
Protection fire ~ompany’s
1974 Muck pumper.

The problem of rust on the
inside of the fire truck’s side
compartments has become
0 serious, that Trautwein, a
fire truck repair firm in
Woodbridge, has estimated
the truck will begin to fall
apart in another yeoar.
., according to Protection
Chief Driver Mike Toris.

Toris and Captain John

Szatkowski, with 3nd
- Lieutenant Ken Walczak,
met with the Mayor and
Council Monday evening to
discuss the seriousness of
the problem.

“The rust seems to be
coming from between the
wall,” Toris reported, ‘‘we
have twice in the last four
YeArs taken the
compartments down to bare
metal, reprimed and painted
them, but the rust is again
coming through.’

'City In Rust Problem

Liark Convery ana City
Business Administrator
Nicholas Smoiney all took
the time to inspect and see
for themséives the

as they left their chambers
and examined first hand the
truck which was then parked
outside City Hall.

The inspection party had
several questions when they
saw the bubbling effect, a
first sign of rust. and took
careful note to all
areas pointed out to them.

Captain Szatkowski told
those present that Trautwein
“complimented highly'’ the
care taken of the §-year old
pumper and said they
indicated the truck would
have had many more
difficuities had not
precautions such as the
stripping, repriming, and
painting been done.

Toris told the Mayor that
Protection's engine is ast the
only ire truck having the

present problem. 'There is
one truck in Sayreville, one

,in Morgan, and three we

know of in Woodbridge, all
having the same
deterioration problem.”

Attorney Convery had a
few questions of his own,
"Did Mack know of these
problems? Did they notify
us” Where is the problem, in
the design or type of metal
used””” He termed the
Situalion as "'an interesting
posilion worth
investigating.”” He also
asked for a copy of the
specifications when the
truck bids were sent out.

In the meantime the
Protection representatives,
who nad hoped to get the go
ahead to schedule repairs on
their truck to avoid further
decay, were disappointed as
the city wants to investigate
what action will best serve
both the fire company and
the city budget.
