So, without
challenging the "experts",
we must concede that more
prisons must be provided
for. There is no way out

It has been proposed that
the voters be called upon to
approvea Bond Issue, whose
proceeds, ki the amount of
$170 million will enable New
Jersey to build two prisons
with a capacity of 509 beds
each. The funds will also
provide space for several
thousand othtr prisoners.
Who can find fault with that
idea? "Lock tho rascals up
and throw away the key"
seems to sum up current

But there are disturbing
elements in this program.
One is that there is no
"magic" with problem
solving by way of a bond
issue Although the "bill"
may not be paid
immtdiattly, as would bt
tht cats with "pay as you
go", H must eventually bt
paid.
