evening approved the person
to person transfer of a liquor
license from Three
Generations, Inc., trading as
The Corner Pub, No.
Broadway, to Vlttorio Attori
and Michael Marinara,
owners of the LaBiga
Restaurant on Catherine
Street and Route »

The council indicated the
person to person transfer
was a simple procedure,
without any complications;
however, the council's
ultimate decision was to
deny the place to place
transfer, leaving the owners
of LaBiga with a liquor
license they cannot use st
their restaurant.

The attorney representing
LaBiga, Harmon Clark of
Greenbrook, informed the
council Atttori and
Marinara were not new to
food service, having been in
the business for about eight
years The owners,
according to Clark, also
provide eight customer
parking spaces, and have
had an informal agreement
with the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital, allowing
LaBiga customers the use of
the front parking lot which
borders Route 3ft. The lot is
used during the day by
hospital administrators, and
in the evening by restaurant
customers In return the
hospital uses the LaBiga
parking lot for overflow
during the day. when the
restaurant is closed. Clark
presented a written letter
from the hospital verifying
the agreement to the Mayor
and Council.

Clark also assured the
council and Catherine Street
residents the restaurant's
business hours would not
change as a result of a liquor
license. The restaurant's
maximum capacity is 80
persons, but seals
approximately « customers
in each shift. LaBiga is open
till I:SO p.m. on Sundays,
closed Monday, open until
•:30 p.m. on the weekdays.
and until 10:SO p.m. on
Friday and Saturday.
"Messrs. Vlttroti and
Mariners are not
entertaining any ideas of
remaining open past the
present closing hours,"
Clark said.

Members of the council
were skeptical as were
members in the audience, as
council president Robert
NoMe pointed out a condition
to LaBiga's moving from
Broadway to its Catherine
Street heavy residential
location was that the
previous owner agreed to the
restaurant's operating
without a liquor license

Clark Con very, also
present at the hearing as
Law Director for the r ' ( y of
South Amboy. explained that
once aueh a license is issued,
the city would have no
control over the hours of
operation, and any owner,
present or future, can decide

to remain open until 2 a.m.,
and re-open at 7 a.m.,
without prior acquiescent*
from the council.

A dosen residents from
Catherine Street appeared at
the hearing for LaBiga, but
less than a handful spoke of
their reservations for having
the Italian restaurant turned
into a liquor serving
establishment.

One resident, Stan
Kowaleski, of Catherine
Street, received applause
from his neighbors after he
congratulated the city
fathers for giving back to the
residents their street 'after
ten years of unliveable
conditions."

"It's ludicrous for
Attorney Calrk to bandy
about the idea of eight
parking spaces for 80
customers. You are living in
a dream if you think the
hospital parking lot access
has relieved the situation.
We are now beginning to see
the advantages of the permit
parking system, only to see
an end should the liquor
license be given the
establishment '

Another resident, a
landscaper, told council
members LaBiga owners
intimated there would be
landscape work available to
him should the license pass.
still another cited the
presence of a "certain
element" wherever liquor
w«« sold, and vet another

said he now looks forward to
only two night's of rest, but
the future with a liquor
license was questionable

Council president Noble
introduced a resolution for
the denial of the proposed
transfer, citing some of the
input received from the
residents. Councilman
Prank Tarallo abstained
from volng, Councilman
Bruce Richmond voted for
the denial, and Councilman
O'Brien prefaced his denial
with a statement. "As a
member of the council for
eight years, I have heard
complaints of this nature
dealing with taverns and
parking After many hours
of hard work, ex-councilman
Chester Meinzer and the
police department with the
council members came up
with the pemit parking; an
idea that seems to be
working. Knowing that when
the business was transferred
from Broadway to Catherine
Street, there was more, or
less an understanding that
no liquor license would be
issued to an establishment so
near the hospital, therefore I
must vote to deny the place
to lace transfer."

LaBiga owners have an
avenue open to them in ten
form of an appeal to the
Alcoholic Beverage Controk,
or the ABC They nave the
power to overrule the
council's decision.

Group Looking To Honor
Mothers With Statue

A group of women in the
city would like to give young
girls a role model they can
look up to.

To that end the group,
headed by Ann Mulligan,
John Street, have proposed
in a letter to Mayor J.
Thomas Cross and members
of the council a statue of "an
average woman, an
American mother."

The seed for the idea came
from Mulligan's own deep
feelings for her own mother,
Eileen Swan, who died in
1M3. The seed nurtured as
Ann Mulligan passed City
Hall each day on her way to
work.

She described the scene as
she saw it from a bus
window, "one side (of City
Hall ) they have a statue of a
soldier, on the other side
they have a statue of a
fireman." She asked why not
use the empty space between
for yet another statue?

The committee of women,
who call themselves HOME,
which stands for Honor Our
Mothers Eternally, was
formed when Mulligan,
friends Jean Smith, Pat
Brinamen, and Cassandra
Zulin Joined together, and,
with the aide of a graduate
from Sayreville War
Memorial High School, came
up with a preliminary
sketch

The drawing, proposed bv

Diane Danella, also
presented to the council, is to
honor everybody's mother,
Mulligan told them, and is a
replica of a young woman,
girl babe in arms while a
small boy clutches at the
mother's hand.

Mayor Cross spoke with
Mulligan, herself a mother
of six, and asked what steps
the committee had already
taken, to which she replied
that was the reason she
appeared before the council
during their agenda
meeting She was looking for
suggestions on what avenue
to follow

Cross told her some work
prior to the placing of the
statue must include a study
of the ground that will
support the base of such a
statue, and that site and the
type of stone would be a
factor in the cost. The Mayor
admitted the idea was a good
one, "everyone loves
mothers." but that the city
could not commit a set
amount of dollars to the
project at this stage

The preliminary work and
much planning still needs to
be done, but the project has
found support In a small poll
of people around South
Amboy It produced positive
feelings for such a statue,
Mulligan reported, and will
use that at a starting point to

Scene of Train
Accident

K second of two teenagers
hit by a train leas than a
week apart died at S:Of p.m.
Tuesday evening, according
to a nursing supervisor at
South Amboy Memorial
Hospital

A call for help went in at
about * 10 p.m. last
Wednesday, and the South
Amboy First Aid ckjuad
arrived on the scene shortly
thereafter, and trasported
Cheryl Krumm, Cedar
Terrace, to South Amboy
Memorial Hospital, where
she received immediate
emergency surgery.

Police reports indicate the
IS year old Sayreville girl
was running toward the train
along the tracks near First
Street when she was struck
by the train.

Detective . Steve
Malkiewlcz and Patrolman
Robert McKeon and
Patrolman Jack O'Leary of
the South Amboy police
department also responded
to the scene, where
Malkiewks said they toustd
the girl beneath the third car
of a six car North Jersey
Coast Line commuter train.
Conrail runs the lint under
contract with N J Transit

Malkiewict reported
Krumm was in the company
of three other young
teenagers at the time she
was struck.

The train engineer told
police he saw the girl
running toward the train,
and Conrail spokesman
Steven Lubstktn stated the
engineer sounded the horn,
but Ms. Krumm was unable
to get clear of the train In
enough time At the time.
Lubetkin said, the train,
bound for Matawan, was
slowing to a stop at the South
Amboy station.

It was nearly half an hour
after the incident that the
Interrupted service was once
again able to operate.
Conrail police were on hand
to assist local police in
clearing the scene.

An investigation is
continuing, and an autopsy is
schedufed.
