Leaking Drum
Fuels Fire

A large bonfire, started

Sayreville Ptl (arstens and
I'tl Maniorr also arrived al
the scene and took into
custody He.en youths who
were burning I ires

Sayrevi l le f i remen
extinguished the flames and
noticed the presence of a
steel drum that had
presumably been rolled into
the fire The heat expanded
the drum, and it bafjm to
'•v ik the leftover liquid
rontents. according to the
reports

South Ambay First
Assistant Fire Chief William
Hawes arrived after the city
was ocntacted for
permission to store the drum
al the water works for later
pickup by the
Environmental Protection
Agency He remained at the
scene until a recovery drum
was brought from DuPont.
and the barrel-placed inside
The sand underneath the fire
was scraped and also placed
into a container for removal

City employee and former
fire chief Edward
Szatkowski told police he felt
there was no danger to the
city's drinking water
Sayreville police indicated
they would contact Conrail
as the unmarked barrel may
have come from a shed in the
area

Meanwhile, the campers
have been contacted and
advised to seek their own
physicians should they
become il). Charges have not
yet been filed against the
youths

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Schultz Remembered By Fellow Councilman
Councilman Richard J Schultz, who

died Monday afternoon, was remembered m
a moment of silence at the opening of the
regular council meeting Tuesday evening

It was in preparation for that council
meeting that Schultz had planned lo attend,
his first in over two months, that he was
seen doing several errands abou' the city
Municipal Court Clerk Natalie Brennan,
who worked closely with Schulu, said he
was "still trying to help those who had come
to him with their problems "

Ptl Frank Diiekian, South Amboy
police officer on duty, had just finished
conversing with Schultz on the telephone,
when, a few minutes later he answered a
call asking for an ambulance to be sent to
Schuljz's home

According lo police, the councilman wav
pronounced dead at South Amboy Memorial
Hospital at 4:06 p m The cause of his draih
was listed as a heart attack

Mayor J Thomas Cross, whoat the iirm-
was out of town, wait reported to have txt'ti
shocked and extremely saddened over the
loss of a friend who "had a big heart <h<-
city will miss him ' It is expected Cross will
conclude his business and return to South
Amboy in time for the funeral

City Council President Robert Noble
referred to Schultz as "Mr Democrat"
noting he had served an unprecedented 12
years as the Democratic Municipal
Chairman "He was a wper guy. he'll he
sorely mistted, we have suffered a gre<»t
loss"

Schultz began his political life on the
Board of Health, which he chaired from i960
lo 1880 His election to the City Council
followed, and his service and dedication to
the people of South Amboy had been his
priority since then He served as Mayor of
the City from f » 5 to 1M9 It was during that
time a 10 00 p m curfew for youths was
i mposed and enforced

Councilman Frank Tarallo noted he had
known Schultz for 40 years and worked with
him often on many projecU. "He had an ear
for everybody. Tarallo said. Schultz did
indeed have an ear for his people who could
gain access to the much sought-after
