The disease can
usually be managed with
prescription eyedrops, or
other medication, lasars and
in some instances surgery.
Newer and more effective
meidcations have been
developed. But that
medication must be used
regularly, ons chedule. It
can be difficult to convince
people to continue
medication when there
appears to be no immediate
crisis, and no change in their
vision, ft s also sometimes
hard to persuade them that
treatment has been
successful exactly because
nothing has happened.

Although all adults over 35
are considered at risk for
glaucoma, with the risk
increasing with age. NSPB
estimates that less than one
percent of this age group is
routinely checked for
glaucoma. "This figure may
change for the better, in part
because of the Glaucoma
Alert Program, the many
involved people supporting
it, and a more informed
public." Dr. Cinotti says. In
New Jersey, free eye health
screening is being offered by

Presently the states of
Texas. Hawaii and Virginia
are represented on the
Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission (FERC) The
President has nominated an
individual from Louisiana to
fill the fifth slot, which is
currently vacant

This lack of a significant
consumer voice st FERC
from the Northeast or
Midwest, prompted me to
write a letter to the
President, signed by 28 of
my colleagues from the two
regions, requesting that
when future nominations to
the Commission are
considered, an attempt be
made to strike a geographic
balance which will
encourage an objective
review of the important
issues with which the
Commission deals.

The Federal Energy
Regulatory Commission was
created by the Department
of Energy Organisation Act
of 1977 to regulate the
interstate o r n a t i o n a l
aspects of some of our most
important energy industries

The FERC sets rates and
charges for the interstate

Given this wide scope of
authority in some of the most
crucial aspects of our energy
policy, it is Important that
ttates Sike New Jersey,
which are significant
consumers, rather than
producers of energy, have a
voice in the Commission '*
decisions which clearly have
a direct impact on the
economy of our region. For
the Northeast and Midwest
not to be represented on this
crucial Commission is a
potentially dangerous
lituatkm.

Energy and utility costs
are * among the chief
concerns in every household
budget, and the FederaJ
Energy Regu la tory
Commission's rulings have a
decided impact on the prices
we pay. The President
should work toward
achieving a more
representative balance on
this Board that truly reflects
the vital interest all areas of
the country have In its
decisions.
