special meeting to select a
cardidate to take the South
Amboy City Council seat left
vacant by the death last
month of Richard J_ Schultz

That choice has turned out
to be Frank Zebro, a current
member of the Zoning Board
of Adpmtment and heid the
sant of councilman from 1988
to 1972

Zebro was picked by the
committee not only to fill the
vacancy int he First Ward
until January t, when city
officials are sworn in, but
also as the organization’s
choice as a candidate for a
special election to fill that
seal.

Because
circumsiances surrounding
the First Ward election and
it's special nature, those
sking the council seat wiil
not be running in a primary.
Candidates have until Sepl.
2 to file a petition with the
county clerk’s office to be
placed on the November
ballot.

The death of Schuitz has
once againopened the doors
for 2 Republican to come
forward and make a bid for a
seat on the all-Democratic
council, but thus far have
besn unable to find a GOP
candidute. -

There will be no contest for
Mayor J. Thomas Cross,
Councilman at Large
Themas O'Brien and
Councilman at Large Frank
Tarallo, who are all running
fer reslection unopposed on
the ballat.

Kupper To Make Race Of Elections Couple Escapes Bedroom Fire

Insisting she is not attack
ing the Democrat'c
organization. Main Stre »
resident Alice Kupper
believes she now has more
support than ever before and
is contemplating an attempt
al the council seat left
vacant by the late Richard J.

Kupper. who just recently
received a degree in civil
engineering from the New
Jersey Institute of
Technology in Newark, is a
free-lance writer and is
employed by the
Department of
Environmental Protection
as a resident engineer.

She is also presently
serving her second
consecutive term on the
school board of education.
chaired the Bicentennial
Commission in 1976, and
served as president of the
Library Board. She was a
campaign worker and
supported Senator Bill
Bradley and former state
senator John Fay through
her work on their
campaigns.

Her firkt
attempt to become the first
councilwoman in the City of
South Amboy failed in (980
when she opposed Schultz
ard lost by a 2-1 margin
Despite the loss, even then
Kupper cluimed a victory in
raising awareness.

She said even then
she did not expect to get the
nomination. but had hoped
she was wrong.

Frank Zebro's nomination
has made Kupper even more
willing to file before the
deadline of September 28 as
