First to arrive on the scene
was squad member Ronald
Keegan. who was soon
assisted by Squad members
Gary Cottrell and Thomas
Sherry, the three of whom
crawled under the train to
administer mouth to mouth

resuscitation and CPR when
the teenage victim stopped
breathing She later died at
South Amboy Memorial
Hospital.

Assistant Captain Ronald
Keegan credits the entire
squad with their quick
response, " E v e r y o n e
worked well, we had enough
people and two ambulances
responded." he said.
