Traffic Division of
the South Amboy Policv
Department said "However
the stale's improved
configuration has caused a
vmry real problem for
resident* and some
motoristM

Tedesco explained thai
tractor-trailer* going onto
Keute ¥35 at the RanUn
Street ramp have to enms
over thr double solid yellow
line into the face of
oncoming traffic in order to
mate the necessary tiend
"This cause* the traffic in

hack u[i in rxith directions
and the problem will he
compounded in the ire and
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Karttan Street residents
clotte to the ramp now have
their own set of difficulties to
deal with as well

"The day* when people
referred lo Kantan Street as
a dimly lit connecting road
between Sayreville and
South Am boy with a Urn
traffic volume IK over," the
Captain noted It is today a
major artery between the
two municipalities, and the
traffic volume in my view
will continue to increase in
the coming years '

Captain fcvlesccj spoke of
everyday incidents where
reMidentii of upper Kantan
must physically step into the
roadway to hold up traffic in
order for them to hack cars
out ol their driveways
K mission* from the hacked-
up car* is causing a serious
pollution problem as well.

Having made a careful
study ol the traffic How
problem. Tedeseo made the
proposal lo eliminate a large
part of the island at (he
entrance to the ramp,
making that entrance more
direct and less likely to
cause backups Another
proptiftal suggests motorists
wishing to go to the
Mechanicsville section of the
city may relieve traffic
congestion by getting off at
the Kidgeway Avenue exit,
less than one half mile down
the highway

Tedesco feels I he
reside 'tial and business

areas ' A- 111 increase resulting
in even greater traffic
Already thr shopping center
and r.imp have made their
mark on (eh previously
lightly traveled street that
had even earlier been
farmland

"There will no longer he
no traffic' on Karitan

Street, the flow will always
be moderate with heavy
traffic at peak morning and
evening hours " Tedesco
stated

The meeting will sec
