On-Going Inservice Training

Twelve members of the
Sout.  Amboy Police
Department have been re-
certified as hreathalyzer
operotors  The  dozen
m-mbers took a refresher
course lo update their
information and knowledge
in  the use of the
breathalyzer, @ machine
used in connction with motor
vehicle operators driving
under the influence of
ilcohol.

The re-certification course

must be taken by officers
using the machine every two
vears, according te polcie
Captain Robest Kelly, who
explained, “Today the
officers have to qualify
{hemselves as experts in the
use of the available
machinery before a court of
law will even listen."'

The Captain said licenses
must be issued to officers
certified in the use of the
breathalyzer, and those who
do not have a license are not
permitted lo operate it. He
further stated defense
attorneys ask policemen
about the operation of the
breathlyser and ofien ask
them to explein the highly

technical workings to qualify
anolficer as an expert.
