Residents of the area had
complained of the excessive
rush hour traffic that did not
allow them to come out of
their own driveways. They
explained the exhaust fumes
were seeping into their
homes, and the lights from
the traffic shined directly
into the neighboring houses,
and paid particular attention
to complaints of noise
pollution A resident
representative was among
those present at the meeting
with state and city officials
last month when the decision
to revise the rarr^ was
approved

The City Council decided
Monday night to appeal a
court decision that has
allowed the continuation of
an auto body shop in a
residential ar«a.

Robert J Gassaway, ColU
Neck, owner of Gassaway
Enterprises, Inc., moved to
his present Catherine Street
location a year ago and
conducted the painting! and
repairing of auto bodies
since that time.

Residents of the area have
been complaining of noise
produced by this auto body
work and fumes
emmissions. Much of the
work and noise is visible and
audible after dark, and
residents claim a series of
city ordinance violtkms for
which the police have many
times been called.

Last March the South
Amboy Zoning Board of
Adjustment denied the auto
shop a variance to permit
body work at the garage.
The denial, however, was not
published within the time
specified by state law.

led to Superior Court Judge
Richard Cohen's granting of
that variance to Gassaway

Dennis Poulsen of
Catherine Street appeared
before the council during
their regular meeting
Tuesday night and
expressed his dissatisfaction
with the length of time being
taken to bring relief to the
garage neighbors. "I don't
understand how Gassaway
can continue working when
it is clearly in violation of
City laws." he said

City Law Director Clark
Convery explained that the
appeal was being made, and
that while he felt Judge
Cohen s opinion was wronil.

his decision must stand until
yet another decision is
received through the appeal

" I understand your
concern," Convery said,
"and I feel badly, but the
problem was with the Board
of Adjustment, not with the
council, and we hope the
court of appeals will
overturn the previous
decision " Convery said he
was hopeful the appeal
would be successf.il but
could not guarantee it.

Poulsen implied various
city codes were being
ignored through the
operation of the garage. He
said vehicles were parked on
the sidewalk, work on the
cars was being done outside
the shop, also on the
sidewalk, and large trucks
go up and down the street
transporting vehicles and
equipment.

Another local resident,
John Cooney, also present at
the council meeting, verified
the garage activities.

Several months ago the
roftlr l a w was cUa4 tail
wimnoned to court.
Catherine Street resident
Cooney was among those
giving testimony. Neither
Gassaway nor his attorney
was present at those
hearings which resulted in a
$500 fine for the garage. "I
don't know if Gassaway paid
the fine or appealed i t . '
Cooney said.

Frederick Kurtz, the City
Code Enforcement Officer
also gave testimony before
the Municipal Court at that
time.

Poulsen and Cooney
alleged before the council
the same type of violations of
city ordinances are still
