O'Brien has vowed to
continue his efforts to have
all the money received from
industries returned to their
respective communities.

NJBS Cautions of Possible
Holiday Biood Shortage

Officials of New Jersey
Bleod Services, the state's
largest processor and
distributor of blood and
blood components, caution
that Central and Northern
New Jersey may experience
serious blood shortages over
the holiday period uniess
there is an increase in the
number of blood donors

Henry chnierer,
administrator of NJBS,
noted that there have
already been shortfalis in
the blood supply. ‘‘Late
December -and early
January are always times of
shortage,”” said Mr.
Schnierer. ‘'Holiday
activities — shopping, vaca-
uons, family reunions, all
demand time and with that
lack of time, we see the
number of donors decline.

“However, the situation
this  yeur is further
complicatea by increased
demands for blood by New
Jersey hospitals and by two
successive holiday
weekneds,”” he continued.
“Without a strong turnout by
donors. holh before and
during the holidays, we will
find our supplies of blood far
outweighed by the need for
i

Dr Mercy Kuriyan,
drrector of NJBS, spoke of
the effects a shortage could
have on medical treatments.
“The first casualty of a biood
shortage would be any
ciective surgeries,”’ she
said. I the situation
worsened, blood would be
alloted to hospilals on a case-
by-case basis, ouoly after
consultation with the
attending physician. Should
the shortage continue,
surgical procedures and
cancer therapies migt huve

New Jersey Blood
Services, which supplies
blood and blood components
to 80 hospitals, must collect
between 300 and 360 pints of
blood each day in order to
meet demand. A donor can
give blood once every 38
days, the time needed for the
body to replace all the red

cells taken during the
