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New Zoning Questioned
By Local Businessmen °

A delegation of the City's
bustnessmen met Tuesday
with the City  Couneil
regarding the new zoning ’
ordinance  Several areas
within the City previously
toned  commercial and
husiness 2ones would be, in
the new ordinance. zoned
residential instead.

An opening statement,
made by Joseph R
Wojctechowski, owner of
Raritan Printing. 108 North
Feltus Street, summed up
the feelings of those
concerned business owners
“The new zoning ordinance
would impose severe
hardship on the existing
businesses and prevent new
husinesses {rom slarting in
our areas. It will be hard
should snv of us want lo
expand, the properly would
be difficult to sell, and
vacant buildings in the area
will devaluate property
substantially

Wojciechowski used as an
exampie Stanley Boys Rug
Cleaning. The owner,
according to Wojciechowski,
vt up the propetiy, the
area having previously
drawn drunks and was an
eyesore in the C(ity
Presently Komar s
-operating out of the building.
Wojciechowski said Stanley
Boys was forced out of South
Amboy into Sayreville when
he wanted to expand his
building. but ran into City
ztoping ard  variance

The printing house owner
ashed for the zoning
ordinance lobe tabled until
after the holidays when all
those who would be affected
by the zone changes may be
heard.

Also present was Robert
Gassaway, Main Street,
Auto Restorations. He. oo,
said the new zoning would
prove & hardship after
having done business In
South Amboy for ten years
and employed some of its
residents. "‘The City is
trying to legisjate
businessmen who support
this same Citv right out of its
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Acting €ouncil President
Hruee Richmond explained
the Council did not want to
chase businesses out of town,
“The intention was to
solidify the zoning so0 we
don't get our heads heaf in
for spot 2omng when we have
to go to court for one reason
or another

Clark  Convery, ity
Attorney, assured those
present their legal use of
properties would not bhe in
jeopardy and would be
registered with the City as a
valid non.conforming use
He noted in particular two
cases where the court
challenged the City hecause
of its spot zoning. **The basic
problem.’’ Convery said, “is
to recogmize the priorities,
and we strongly believe the
value of business properties
will not diminish since the
businesses would be allowed
to conduct their work within
the residential areas ™

Brave Bull owner Leslie
Lentz asked with different
guidelines governing
business-commercini  zones
and residential zones, which
catagory he would fall mnto
He gave an example that
presently’ his side vyard
setback was onily 3 feet from
his property line, but in a
residential area that (ootage
would increase (o |5 feet

Convery agreed this was
one area that needed further
study, and suggested a
possible compromise
between the (wo regulations

Metaline Products owner
August Zelincar told the
council he thought it was
hard enough to survive
during these economic times
without worrying ahout what
could happen to businesses
bwilt up for their own
families.

Fred Weiss., Ocean
Apparel, Inc.. Feltus Street.
was also concerned abut
expansion problems, as was
Kurt Grammer of
Woodmastrs, located near th
McCormack property.

Joe Wojciechowski again
asked the Council to put the
ortlinance on ice saying the
ordinance deserved serious
consideration and termed
the situation ‘'life and
death'’ for businesses in
residential zones. He
conceeded the Council
should have teeth in the
ordinance, but should not
prevent the expansion of
those same businesses.

Councilman Zebro agreed
with Wojciechowsaki's
request for 8 meeting with
those the new zoning would
afect, and Convery will se
up a workshop with the
businessmen and also
resident of the areas.

While aboard a B-17 Flving
Fortress. Dailey was shaot
down and interned tor
fourteen months in Krems,
Austria  The country then
being occupred by Germans,
he xpent those agaomzing
months in Stalag XVIE-B. the
same prison camp that was
later the subject of a well-
known movie )

Elected to the position of
Commander is Mr Joseph T
Kaminsky.. known lo the
group ax “Joe'. Kaminsky
wis o regular Army Infantry
Strgeant for 7 vears, having
entered service prior (o the
outhreak of World War I1 1t
was while Kaminsky was
serving in the European
thealer that he was (aken
prisoner and spent six
months in Stalag X1-B.

warm locations such as near
radiators or fireplaces.

Growing media today in
most instance drains readily
SO @ saucer or container
should be provided to catch
exXeess  waler Waler
thoroughly. so that waler
drains through the
contamer, and frequeatly
enough to  prevent the
growing media from drving.

For long term
nanntenance, plants should
be placed in i sunny window
and watered as reguired
Avoid overwatering In Aprid
let the soil dry somewhat
and prune the plant back to
about six to eight inches

After danger of {rost s
past, the plants should be
moved outside Transpiant ot
in the next larger pot size.
using  a well drained,
orgamic sol mix Place the
plant n a bright location
where it does not receve full

sunlight It will require
watering Also, a hight
application of lerhihizer

should be apphed every two
to three weeks

Cut back tall growth every
»1x weeks 1o keep the plant
from becoming overgrown
The lact pruming shouid not
be done later than early
September

When night temperatures
are lowr than 35 degrees F |
bring indoors

For tlowel duuauoia un
bract development, the plant
must receive direct sunshine

= in the {all for as much of the

day possible, and have at
least 12 hours  of
uninterrupted darkness
During the dark period.
temperatures should not
exceed @ degrees ¥

Continue fertilizing and
watering as required to
maintain good growth When
watering. be sure 1o apply
enough so that drainage -
occurs from the bottom of
the pot

Many insect pests can Iwe
safely  chiminated by
washing the plant with mild
soap and water using a
sponge or gentle spra)
Aerosol plant xprays are ilso
avatlable, but for such
insects as whate fly repeated
applhications  may  bhe
necessary Follow directions
on the manufucturer's lubel
