DOT Nixes One-Way
For Meecham Drive

Meecham Drive residents,
who some time ago asked the
police department and
Council 1o consider desig
nating their street as a one-
way sireet, do not have the
support of the NJ
Department of ‘Iransporta-
tion.

The hureau of traffsc
engineering informed South
Amboy Traffic Safely
Division Captamn James
Tedeaco late last month that
after completing a hield
investigation they found the
request unwarranied

The DOT listed several
reasons for their decision,
the first  heing  their
imvestigation revealed no
reason why vehicles would
neceararily use Meecham
Drive to by-pass the traffie
signal at South Pwe and
Hordentown Avenues The
study showed o oneway
designation could possibly
Kenerate additional turmng
movements. nol in the
interést of safety. and a
lendency for increased
vehicle speeds on one-way
ctreets Ay o et
opposing traffic.

Accident history rellected
one accidenl n a 7-vear
period. which the study
determined would not have
been prevented by such &
demignation The depariment
also ciled the residents
would be forved o take a
more circustous route onlo
various other ruadways,
which are presently heavily
travelled

These (indings  were
presented Lo Captain
Tedescn, and also to the
Mayor and Council.

Yet another study of (‘ity
roadways by the DOT was
cause for the Councit to
indicale a discussion was

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To Lower
Train Speeds

Mayor J Thomas Cross,
who earlier this month
brought to the City Council's
full attention the Conrail
derailments, has notified the
Conrail Corporate Cirector
of Communications, James
J. Kelly, he feels a change in
the operation of the railroad
is the direct cause of
subsequent derdilings.

This change. he felt, was
the speed with which some
trains come through the
City. “We have noticed an
increase in the speed of the
trains, whether by officicl
design or  operator
iniatiative i1s unknown.”
Mayor Cross wrote Kelly

Cross said there have heen
three derailments since
September of this vear, none
of thom resulted in any
injuries. The most recent of
these occured behind Cross’
own George Streel, where he
can experience first hand the
speeds of the passing trains.
