“This was the shortest route
to Philadelphia and points
west, " he said

Soon .a ferry crossing
between Perth Amboy and
South Amboy was begun,
later called the Radford
Ferry This started a phase
of American History.
according to Edwards. thal
has not been equalled

“The shipping industry
was also using the Raritan
Bay as their port of shore
This was the start of
commercial freight
handling. moved inland by
ox cart. Later the railroads
provided more efficient
movement of cargo.”

Edwards reports during
the 17008 this area flourished
as an agricultural and
timbering . centerr— the
plantations
slaves  “New Jersey," he
qQuotes, “was the largest

Injured barge Captain
Targer Helm - was
transported by the South
Amboy First Aid and Safety
squad to South Ambaoy
Memorial Hospital. where
he was treated for first and
second degree burns on his
fave and head and released.
