He added the
City might wish to include
some type of concession at
the station to make 11 a focal
point and more attractive to
residents '

Richmond questioned the
status of the ticket agent.
referring to a Ietter stating
he would be removed from
the tation. Cooper quickly
announced the proposed

ticket agent removals have
heen deferred, due partly 1o
the transit’'s recetpt of a 319
milhon appropriation
