In recommending roller
skating for children who toe*
in. Dr Sabin notes that foot
must be> properly aligned to
skste It is impossible for a
child to skate and toe-in at
the same time"

Most roller skating rinks
offer children's classes with
some students beginning as
early as age two. Shoe
skates, worn properly and
laced up snugly, provide
good support from toe to heel
to ankle

"It is important to
determine that there are m
other difficulties in addition
to toe-in.' Dr Sabin said." If
the problem is a positional
one, developing when tte*
child is still in the womo,
othr therapies must we
teamed with the skating a* *
ballet
