The Bordentown Avenue
Bridge 'scares' police
Captain James Tedeaco of
the traffic safety
department. "Something
may happen tomorrow, and
probably nothing ever will
happen," he told the Mayor
and Council Monday night at
their agenda session.

The serious deterioration
of the bridge had been under
Tedesco'a careful scrutiny
and he considers the bridge a
danger and the site of a
potential tragedy The
suggestion was made that a
detour around the bridge be
instituted for trucks over a 4
ton weight classification.
This would mean a truck
route from Bordentown
Avenue to Pine Avenue, onto
John Street, and from there
lo Steven* and Main Street.

Councilman Robert Noble
agreed the truck route
detour must be taken

seriously, saying. "We must
recognize the problem and
although this will create an
inconvenience to John Street
residents, it is our beat
choice since it is the widest
street in town."

Mayor Croaa inquired of
Tedesco the amount of truck
traffic to be expected. The
captain explained all bua
routes use the Bordentown
Avenue bridge as well as
trucks making deliveries in
town, school buses, and the
first aid and fire
department* When the State
Department • of
Transportation approval the
detour outlined by Tedoaco
these vehicles must also uae
the John Street route, "uartil
the bridge is straightened
out ' His estimate of whan
that should be waa placed at
a 3-5 year minimum.
