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Council Hears ABC Violations
Against Tavern Trio

The City Council last week
suspended the tiquor license
of a North Feltus Street bar
during their ABRC violation
hearings.

Pard’s owner, Samuel
Samaro, Jr.. was present
ilong with Jega) counsel to
hear the council
unanimously vote to reduce
a 30-day suspension to 30-
days for serving of a minor .

Samaro testified the minor
haa shown a false
identification in the bar, but
also said the customer was a
‘regular’ and had several
times patronized Pard's, and
there had been no reason to
suspect the validity of the
proof

the bar. but when spotted by
a passing patroiman who
questioned him produced
proof that indicated he was
under age.

The Clark's attorney
stated a closing on a ‘mom
and pop’' business that
supporied the entire family
extenuatling
circumsatances, and a hard
penality of a lengthy closing
may ‘put the people on the
street and close the bar
forever.’

Councitman O'Brien
questioned the appearance
of the juvenile, and
Prosecutor Downs replied
the customer had indeed
looked old enough and did at
the time have & moustache.
according to his records
from the court testimony.

Councilman Robert Noble
also noted there had not been
any previous complaints
about the bar, but warned
the Clark’s and all tavern
owners to “watch
yourselves.'’

Councilman Zebro. aiso
inclined in this instance
tuward leniency, said for the
record he would not be so
lenient in the future, and "if
you have (o proof a
customer, don't serve him at
all.” '

The 1§ day suspension was
then reduced to 5 days,
effective from April 13th.
They were also given the
option of receiving a
monetary fine from the ABC
Bosrd.
