Zening Amendment Passed
Despite Protest By Hundreds

Mayor J. Thomas Cross,
the City Council, City Law
Director Clark Convery,
Code Enforcement Officer
Frederick Kurtz and
Business Administrator
Nicholas R. Smoliney faced a
roem full of questioning
residents atl their regular
meeting on Tueaday eveing.

Over 123 people crowded
into the City Hall meeting a
few sat on the rug. and some
Mstened from the haliway.
They were all present to
veice their concerns, either
for or against the zoning
amendment that had been
preposed earlier by the
Council.

Attorney Clark Convery
was given the floor by

Presently as
the ordinance reads, the City
would not allow the
conversion of a single family
residence to a two family
home. however. Richmond
used the fixed income of
senlor ciizens as  an
exceplion and xaid each case
needed individua! hearings
