Pat bad
undajngene cardiac surgtry
to eerrect damage to her
heart incurred during a
childhood bout with
rimnattlr fever. Artificial
velvet replaced her own
malfunctioning one* and
daily dates of Coumadin. artl drug which prevents

blood from clotting
around the new velvet, was
prescribed Although Pat
would have to take it for the
rest of bar Hie, her prognosis

Two yeare later, newly
engaged and buoyantly
happy, Pat appeared at her
physicians office for her
annual physical. As she
shared her happy new* and
future plant, she was totally
unprepared for his reaction
"A pregnancy could kill
you," he state emphatically,

the cardiologist tried to
explain to the devastated
young woman that the very
drug keeping her healthy,
might have harmful effects
on her developing baby if the
became pregnant Yet, if she
stopped taking the drug in
order to have a healthy
baby. Wood clots could form
around her heart which
could travel to the brain and
cause a stroke.

Pat and her fiance,
Michael, although deeply
disappointed they would
never have a child of their
own, optimistically turned
their thoughts to ohter
alternatives such at
adoption and foster
parenting. ,

Before the couple could
proceed however, Pat
diacovered the wet six
weeks pregnant, and
immediately stopped taking
her medication.

Pat's doctors urged her to

of her decision. If the
stopped taking the
Coumadin, the baby might
develop normally but the
might not survive Yet, the
fetus had already been
mpuatd to the drug for six
weeks.

"I went through it over
and over again, with my
doctors and - with my
husband/' recalls Pat, "but
even the doctor admitted
that all the research about
Coumadin's effect on the
developing fetus was not
absolutely conclusive. I was
not giving up my chance."

Pat began searching for a
physician who would hantte
her case without [ the
potaimtsm exhibited ty her
other doctors. A friend
referred her to Roland
Worm, M.D., director of the
Cardiac Non-Invasive
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Laboratory at Newark Beth
Israel Medical Center, a
major referral center for
adult cardiac diagnostics
and cardiac surgery.

"I had been reading in the
newspapers about Newark
Beth Israel being a Level 3
Perinatal Center that
handled women with
problem pregnancies and
alto premature and sick
newborn*. Knowing that and
meeting Dr. Werret, I waa
sure everything would be
alright."

Dr. Werres immediately
prescribed a different
anticoagulant drug to
replace the controversial
Coumadin. Pat and her
husband had to be taught to
administer daily Injections,
since the repiacemtn drug,
Heparin, could not be taken
in pill form.

The cardiologist then
introduced her to Alan
Cooperman, M.D., an
attending in NBIMC's
department of Obstetrics
and Gynecology. Dr.
Cooperman was alto
optimistic about Pat's
chances for a successful
pregnancy, but stressed that
everything depended on a
careful monitoring of the
Heparin level in her Wood
stream. Aa the pregnancy
progretaed, he explained,
her body would build
resistance to the drug and
the dotage would have to be

Although the young rouple
and their two phyticiant
followed Pat's condition
scrupulously, the drug level
in her system dropped
without warning In her
eighth month of pregnancy.
Within hours, Pat's left tide
wet paralysed by a type of
stroke called a transient
ischemic attack, and the
waa rushed to the Medical

Beceute of immediate
emergency room treatment,
the physical retiduala were

completely within a couple
of daye. By then her
physicians had already
decided to admit bar to the

babies and go home and there
I'd sit." Coincidental^, two
other women with cardiac
problems were alto at the
Medical Center, waiting to
deliver their babies

Pat's physicians were
waiting with her. Daily tests
were ordered to insure that
both mothers and baby's
health progressed well.
Ultrasound and non-stoat
testa indicated that the baft}
teemed normal, which
assured his parents
tremendously.

Within a week of her
delivery date. Pat again
began to experience the
symptoms of in impending
stroke and Dru. Werret and
Cooperman realised that the
combination of Pat's cardiac

. and obstetric conditions was
becoming unstable. They
decided to deliver the baby
within 94 hours by Caesarian
section.

The next day, on his own
birthday, Dr. Cooperman
introduced Michael Alan
DeLucia to his esctatic
parents, pronouncing his
namesake "perfect.'*

today, Pat DeLucia smiles
at her husband and son
playing on the living room
floor. "I realised when 1
became pregnant that there
waa a chance that something
could go wrong with me or
the baby and I took careful
conaideration of that before I
made my decision to go
ahead and have Michael.
I totted my faith and, thank
God, it paid off."
