A special meeting of the
City Council will be held on
Friday. April 22. 1983 at §
p.m. at City Hall to hear the
amendments to the South
Amboy Municipai Budget
1983,

City resident Tom Reilly,
Second Street, was present
Tuesday evening at the
regularly scheduled council
meeting, and said he was
asked to represent the
coaches of the Babe Ruth
League.

He questioned the priority
use of the fields on the
landfill area, and advised all
present on problems
currently being experienced
il the ballfields. ''There just
aren't enough fields to
accommodate all the texms
who show up for practice
each day.” he told council.

Council President Bruce
Richmond told Reilly that St
Mary’'s and Hoffman Schools
have the 'right of way' on the
balifields, but agreed that
the addition by the two
schools of giris' softball
teams and junior varisty
leams is kesping the fields
tied up for longer periods
Also. Richmond said the
Easter recess and weather
problems were contributing
factors, but was optimistic
that once the aclual games
are underway the scheduling
problenw would be less.

Reilly was not satisfied
with what would happen in
the near future, he asked
where the City's children
might be abje to play and
practice. naming several
open areas, but each turned
out to be unsuitable
Richmond did promise.
however, to speak to

Councilman Frank Zebro.
the

council's  liaison
appointment to the parks
department, who in turn
would perhaps put the
problem before the athletic

directors of the two schools:

Councilman Frank Tarallo
made a report to council
members, saying that
resuits of his recent study on
the garbage collection within
the city was mostly
compieted. The conclusion
was that after much
investigation it would cost
the city nearly the same
amount of money to collect
its own refuse as to contract
to an outside sanitation
collection agency.

The current 5-year
contract with Jersey
Sanitation is fast coming to
termination, and Tarallo
headed a committee to look
into alternate methods of
collection, the Mayor and
council fearing the rising
costs of an outside
contractor to be
considerably higher in the
coining years than the past
S-year contract.

Tarsllo reported the
‘lipping’ or ‘dumping' fees at
the Global landfill was
presently $4.64 per cubic
yard, or would cost South
Amboy $92.800 a year.

Edgeboro landtill was
charing §2.68 per cubic yard,
and would cost the eity
$33,300 a yeur. The
difference, said the
councilman, was due lo
(lobal charging its

customers an additional sum
for their closing fee ‘“'The
slate authorized the
increase, but the burden
should be charged to
everyone, not just certain
dumpers.”’ At any rate, the
stale mandates which
landfill is to be used by
garbage companies or
private collectors, making
the cost of dumping one item
communities have no control
over.
