The City Council was
obligated Tueday evening to
hear the objecticns
connecled with the
reissuance of @  retail
consumption hicnese (liquor
License! for Galla
FEnterprises. trading as the
Wy Knot., Feltus and
Augusla Streets.

City Law Director Clark
Convery spoke briefly before
the public hearing portion of
the meeting, saying that the
Council, first denied the
renewal, but
Enterprises appealed
through the court and the
Division of Alcoholic
Heverage Control. At that
time. Convery said. the
administrative law judge
directed the City (o renew
the lhicense because of a
Rood faith' effort to renew.

Twao written complaints
against the reopening and
hcense renewal had been
received hy the Council, and
hath complaining parties
were present.

The Tavern Owner's
Association of South Amboy
were opposed to the license
renewn? and
representatives Leslie
Lentz, Brave Bull, and Al
(iawron. Mike's Tavern,
cach again asked the Council
to hold off approving the

m own tavern,
