Owners of multiple
dwelling units of six or more
may find themselves having
to obtain o trash bin, and the
dumpster from behind the
sewage plant is to be taken
out at the end of the current
contract. The dumpster has
been a suurce of concern as
it draws animals during the
summer, and the fire
department sAaswers many
calls to extinguish fires
inside the container. I[ts
absence would also be a
substantial savings:
Smolney said the cost of the
dumpster ran $1400 a month.

Council members took
with them the preliminary
specs for further study and
revision. Smalney indicated
bids would be asked for
several pickup schedules,
and Councilman Frank
Taralio announced despite
the contract being put to bid.
