Family Life Program Introduced

A handful of parents were
on hand at the small gym in
the elementary school on
John Street prior w the arts
and science (air when the
state mandated (amily life
education program was
introduced by school
Curriculum Coordinator
Robert . A score of
teachers {raoin both the high
school and elementary
school levels were also

present.

To be introduced in the
school system beginning
September 1983, the
objective of the program,
according to RN, M.SN.
Lesley M. Hinman, is (o
understand interpersonal
relationships, f tions of
human development,
sexuality, and reproduction,
development of personal
behavior and the
establishment of strong
family life. 'Emphasis 1s on
the respomsible use of
sexuality with regard to

prsonality dev . the
values of others, worth of
self and other persons, social

consegquences, economic
considerations and physical
offesta.”’

Seversl guidelines were
given, one being the

adequate preparation of the
teachers in the presentation
of family life expetiences.

Presented in the
curriculum guide and also on
view were books and visual
aids for parents to scan and
comment on.

The program is scheduled
to begin at the kindergarten

“ level, where the family,

heaith, a hygenic
practices will be taught
along with self worth, and
first graders will study the
family unit. the role of each
member, relationships
within the family, and
friendship with their peers.
They will also be taught to
‘‘use appropriate
anatomical term in
referring to body parts and
functions,”’ and ‘‘recognize
the comparisons of animal
reproduction of similar
young to human
reproduction of a like
human.’

The second and third
graders will expand on these
and other areas.

Sturients in the fourth thru
sixth grades will also study
the family unit, and be
taught to '‘recognize
adolescent growth patterns
and the need for adequate
nutrition,”’ and in the sixth
grade {o “use a scientfic
vocabulary in discussions of
bodily processes o ease
communication and
encourage a healthy attitude
toward sexuality,”’ and will
be able at the end of the year
to ‘‘describe the process of
fertilization and conception
and resuiting pregnancy.’
and relate the development
of responsible behavior
patterns to the changing
physical and emotional
environment of the
adolescent, according (o the

guide Hinman proposed
The seventh and eight

-4 graders will be introduced to

acquire Cscientific
information on and
sexual maturity,” and in this
phase of the program follow
changes, physical,
emotional, and soclal at
adolesence to conception,
pregnancy. labor, birth, and
to the responsibilities of

Grades nine thru twelve
will become more invoived
in all spects of family roles,
maturity, sexual bshavior,
ond be taught methods of
family planning, decision-
making. problems involved
in peer prcssure. rape,
preparation for marriage,
child abuse, the use of
termination of pregnancy,
aid for rape victims. and
communicable diseases.

One parent, Mrs. Mary
O’Brien, the mother of three
girls, one each in pre-kinder-
garten, fifth grade, and sixth
grade, felt the program
would be beneficial. ''They
can teach my children
anything they want; if they
have questions they can
come to us, their patents.’

Methadone Clinic Owner Tries Second Location

Although approximately
100 citizens and City
residents showed up at the
Planning Board mesting last
wesk in response (o a notice
many received in the mail,
not a single person was able
to ask a question or voice an
opinion to the proposed
methadone clinic.

Several lengthy
documents were read by the
Board Secretary Mrs. M.
Purcell including the
conditional use approval and
accompanying permits
submitted by would-be
Strathmore Clinic owner and
operator Gerhard Bass of
Florham Park. Ropresented
by his attorney, Susan
Champion, they both
remained seated as the
{etter of intent was read.

Bass proposes th
treatment of 150 patients
every week at the 2.000
square foot facility on a 1.4
acre parce! to be located off
Highway 35. presently the
California Motei. The
Himdel owner of the motel,
Andrew Piscatelli, plans to
lease the building to Bass,
who said the only changes
would be minor ones to

o swrrent fire and

The City had recently
rewoned that section of
highway as a B-2 highway
commercial zone, and one of
the accepted uses designated
as allowing the methadone
clinic.

The letter siated a six-foot
stockade f{ence would be
instalied, but would yet be
undistinguishible from any
other doctors’ officés . His
plans include a 6.000 square
foot parking facility, an
examining room. dispensing

room., a waiting room and an
office. The staff needed for
the clinic included two part
time physicians, a nurse,
counselor, social worker,
and director.

Clinic hours were
proposed {ro7a.m.to3p.m.
on weekdays and 9 a.m. to 2
p.m. on weekends and
holidays. The many
documents filed with the
planning board showed Bass
intends to treat 78 patients a
day. 150 patients over the
course of a week, and the
same 130 over the course of a
month. The treatment and
maintenance method used
by Bass calls for daily visits
by patients beginning
treatment. and less frequent

visits as the  treatment
: 91.1%! is a fee

harged to pafients for the
services. on letter indicated.

A traffic)study was also
submitted hiy Bass prior to
the meeting showing the
affect on Highway 38 to be
‘negligible’ and waste
disposal would be handled by
the clinic. Bass' letter stated
he was presently operating a
similar methadone
maistsnance and treatmaent
comter in Union.

Some were concerned for
their children who play in
the area. others worried
about property values, and
some voiced their opinion
that drug rehabilitation
should be handied by
hospitals. not by private
enterprises. The residents
may make known all their
concerns upon completion of
the applichtion, at which °
time the public hearing will
be held.
