Careful monitoring of the
state budget should
commence, warned City
Business Administrator
Nicholas R Smolney, in an
advisory to Mayor J
ThomAs Cross.

"The City of South Amboy
has received its first
payment of gross receipts
and franchise taxes. This
amount is W00.728 compared
to $l.O4t,7IM received in a
comparable period in 1982,"
Smolney noted. The
reduction of 14 2 percent will
be made up in September
and December of tis year in
increased payments so that
the City will, by the end of
this year, receive the
approximately 14 million
anticipated in the local
budget

Smolney explained two
concerns over what he called
the Governor's delay of the
monies South Amboy
received from both the state
in the form of gross receipts
and franchise taxes. "The
deferral of the payment will
have adverse effect upon
interest earned for the City
and thus laOracUy waea
surplus monies for future
use." aad "the deferral
gives the governor
additional opportunity to
withhold gross receipts
monies normally due to the
City by placing the money in
the I983M State Budget
which the courts have upheld
could be reduced by the
Governor's line item veto.''

The Business
Administratorcould not give
an estimate of total monies
in lost interest, but only
indicated it would have a
bearing on the surplus
monies carried over each
year in the City's budget

The council will send a
resolution to the Governor's
office about the loss of both
revenue sharing and gross
receipts Councilman
Thomas O'Brien, who for
years has been following the

rceipts of these monies,
asked where it would all
stop. "The state is putting us
in a bind, expenditures must
be closely watched, and I
suggest the resolution be
strongly worded, put H to
him (Gov. Kaan) well," ha
told City Law Director Clark
Convery. whose job it will be
to draft the wording of such a
resolution

Councilman O'Brien alao
expressed simay at the
possible loss of grant
monies 'Gov Kean wants
control of the money South
Amboy would be getting as a
grant for updating our waste
water treatment facilities to
put into a state bank and to
be loaned at interest instead
of given as an outright
grant " The Councilman-At-
large said South Amboy had
been in the program for tan
or fifteen years and now as
the City finally rises to the
top of the list, stands a goad
chance of losing that money.

The advisory to the Mayor
was discussed by Council
President Bruce Richmond,
Councilman O'Brien.
