A broken sewer pipe
resulted in a back-up of raw
sewage into Burdak's
Tavern, Center and Cedar
Streets late last «*ek. The
back-up also caused th* pipe
vent to become clogged, and
allowed odors to escape into
the surrounding area.

The break in the pipe was
soon discovered by members
of Protection Fire
Department and First
Assistant Chief Francis
Mulvey, when they were
dispatched to hose down the
sidewalk outside Burdak's
Responding to the early
evening call, fire company
members immediately
became aware of the distinct
odor

I pon investigation and
questioning of neighbors, it
was learned the sewer pipe
leading to Burdak's was
broken, and raw sewage was
being hauled from the
building and dumped in the
adjacent lot. spilling onto the
sidewalk.

Neighbors reported the
conditions had been present
for as long as three weeks.

After the street was
washed down. Assistant
Chief Mulvey contacted
Councilman Thomas
O'Brien, the council's
appointed member to the
Hmlth Department, who in
turn contacted the City's
Health Inspector, Karen
Scott "There is never any
need," O'Brien said, "for
residents to put up with a
situation of this kind for as
long as they ssy they did
Neighbors should notify
authorities so that action
may betaken "

That action included the
issuing of a summons by
Health Officer Scott against
tavern owners Edward and
Frank Burdak for allowing
human excrement to flow
onto the ground and street.

Public Works

Superintendent Richard
Muchanic reported ha bad
sent his men to tha tavern
earlier, to find tha pipe
blocked. He said ho had
contacted the owners, who in
turn promised a call to a
sower cleaning service.
Before Muchanic could
conduct a callback, tha pipe
apparently burst under the
pressure, causing the
backup into the building and
spillage from the pipe vent
onto the street

Councilman O'Brien this
week reported the
replacement of the broken
pipe and indicated Piumbiag
Inspector Mike Kelly would
conduct s check in the
building

There are new laws on the
books for which there has not
been adequate public
education. A case in point Is
the recant signing into law of

/ This measure, titled, "An
Act to require persons
operating a motor vehicle
and transporting children
under the age of ftve years,"
spells, out new rules snd
regulations with respect to
such children.

Children who are 18
months of age or more, but
under five yean of age, must
be secured with a safety belt
in s rear seat. If there are no
rear seats, a child restraint
system must be used. Such
systems must comply with
federal motor vehicle safety
standard applicable when it

The Act also provides that
where the number of
children in one family under
the age of five in the motor
vahkls OTceeda the number
of aafety belts available in
the motor vehicle, the
children who are not
restrained must be seated in
the rear sent. There are
penalties for failure to
comply

But that is not the point
The smalt fine for non-
compliance is of little
significance compared with
the heartbreak that could
ensue through the Ions of the
life of a young child even in
situations where an accident
occured at comparatively

For example, even in a
crash at So miles par hour, a
child may be thrown forward
with a faros equal to SO times

similar danger could occur
with a low speed quick stop.
This kind of traffic incident
happens all the time.

According to official
reports, about SSO children
under the age of five are
killed and more than 70.000
are Injured annually at a
result of vehicle collisions
and sudden stops.

The best way to protect
children under five years of
age during sudden braking,
swerving, or. a crash, is to
use a cWJd reatrnint device
or rear sent safety bens
Thte te the thrust of A4B1
which la now law.

Child restraints or infant
safety seats may be
purchased at retail outfits
Including department stores,
discount stores, and juvenile
furniture and baby needs
stores.
