Authority Takes Measures
Against Unpleasant Odors

The wrinkling of noses and
search for the unpleasant
odors in the air last weekend
has nnce again resuited in an
investigation of the
Middlesex County Ultilities
Authority. The plant has
been blamed for the odors
last  Saturday. with
complaints (rom the Meirose
neighborhood where the
plant is located on Chevalier
Avenue, to the shopping
Center on Ernston Road and
Route 8. sume reports
indicated.

It stinks.”” said
Assembliyman and
Sayreviile Borough Attorney
Alan Karcher. 'it's
supposed to be the most
sophisticated sewage
tréeutment plant 1n the
county: and 1t stinks like an
outhouse.”’ he said

Complaints were called
into the South Amboy and
Sayrevilie police stations
from as far away from the
facility as the area between
Bordentown Ave. and Route

Chief operating engineer
Alexander Lach indicated
seversl days of testing will
show the cause of the odor
problem. saying '‘We
absolutely don’t want this tc
occur again and are taking
measures {o prevent it. "’

The odors began Saturday
and continued for an
estimated 36  hours.
according to Sayreville's
Wiliam Hell of the municipal
Environmental Commission.
The complaints stopped at
about 1 a.m. Sunday
morning. poiice reports
stated.

Heil said utility officials,
when contacted by the
commission agreed to treat
the problem and sewage by
putting additional barrels of
hydrogen peroxide into the
treatment process, and thus
help reduce odors.

Area residents for years
have considered the utility
as an area of conflict. and
signed petitions and banded
‘together to urge the facility
to contro) odor problems in
1980 The sewage authority

then agreed o install
additional equipment hoping
to better contro!l odor
emissions. )

Middisex County Health
Department Air Pollution
program coordinator
Richard Hills said the
authority had been cited for
the violation of Sayreville's
air pollution code, saying the
facility must take all
precautions to stop the odoty
and keep 1t from happening
again.
