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Property Maintenance Ordinance introduced

The City Council
introduced a residential and
non-residential property
maintenance ordinance this
week on first reading. it was
spproved by Council
President Bruce Richmond,
and Concilmen Thomas
O’Brien and Frank Zebro.
Councilmen Robert Noble
snd Frank Tarallo were
absent from the

The thirty-three page
ordinance covers a
multitude of rules and
regulations with regards (o
property and its
maintenance by owners and

OCCUPants.

In general the code will be
used “‘to pvotect the public
health, safety, and weifare
in all existling structures,

residential and non-
residential, and on all
existing premises’’ by

establishing minimum
maintenance standards for
structures and premises for
light, ventilation, heating
and sanitation, safety from
fire, and safe and sanitery
une of existing structurs, as
wall & s fAure arustures.
N aleo fines respenstbitity”
of the owner, operator. and
occupant of any structures,
and provides for "the
administration. enforcement
and penalties of the new
code

One section of the lengthy
ordinance. printed in its
entirety beginning on page 5
of this newspaper, states any
plant life, including
shrubbery. may not enceed
two and one-haif feet in
height growing within ten
fest of a rondway or within
25 fest of an intersection.
Such growth, according to
the ordinance, may
constitute a traffic hazard,
and the owner or tenant shall
be required to cut that
growth

Also, the exterior of ali
premises and of dweiling
structures should be
maintoined s0 the
appearance should reflect a
fevel of maintenance in
koaping with the residential
standards of the
neighborhood and not
conatitute a blighting factor
for adjoining property
owners.

Further. the ordinance
makes specific references to
basements and cellars. and
even advises the
screening of “‘every and
window or other outside
openings used for
ventilation. Every swinging
door shall have a self-clesing
device in good working
condition,”" and makes
exceptions for such screens
for areas above a fifth foor
and doors that swing
outward un a non-residentisl
structure as ﬁumd in the
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building code. ™

Floors, walls, windows
and doors, ceilings and other
interior surfaces are
covered in the ordinance and
*shall be maintained in
good, clean, and sanitary
condition.'' The specifics of
goerbage, its storage, and
disyosal is also regulated. as
is the number of persons in
dwelling units as opposed o
sanitary facilities, kitchens,
and sleeping areas.

Landlords with dwelling
units within the City will find
themseives in violation of
the maintenance code if they
fail to maeaintain heating
facilities with sufficient
capacity to maintain a
minimum of 68 degrees in al
habitable rocoms. Tenants
who have heat included in
their rent may expect the 68
degree temperature by law
from October 1 to May 1,
provided the temperature
outside falls below 5%
degrees. at any time
between 6:30 a.m. and 10:30

p.m
Use of cellars for sleeping

purpeses is prohibited. but
may be used feor ether

purpesss there is
sufficient light

ventilativa. no cooking is
permitted in dwelling units
without the minimum
sanitary facilities. and each

unit should have two
entrances or exils.

The ordinance further
states that tenants will be
responsible for damage to
any interior part of the
premises whether caused
accidentially or otherwise.
The responsibility of
plumbing and water is aiso

fined with the owner or

occupants.
Officials charged with
of this code may
inapect dwelling and show
identification upon request.
The owner, operator, or
tenant of a dwelling is
required in the ordinance to
provide necessary

arrangements (o facilitate
inspections. Any refusal t
atlow a public officer may be
subject to a ssarch warrant
issusd by the municipal
judge and may also be
subject to a fine.

Viclations of any part of
the ordinance will result in a
written netice and a thirty
day period to correct or
abate the violation unless
there are extenuating

When the violation is of &
serious nature endangering
life. the correction time for
the condition will be three
days. A written notice for a
second violation of the same
nature within a one year
period doss not need to be
noticed. the owner or
occupant may be fined
withowt such notice.

The ordinance alse-

rovides for rents and

ud alloted to secure

compliance with the
ordinance or utilizsed to
(l'c

defray costs and expenses of
the receivership and peid
toward fines or penaities for
violations in structures
where two or more dwelling
units are rented. This can
only be done, however, If the

city first applies to Superior
Court

Fines for viclators will not
excend 9000 each, but each
day's fallure to comply with
the ordinance can constitute
& separate violation.
Additionally, if an owner is
found to have incurred a
second violation in a 'willful
and inexcusable’” manner,
may in addition to or in lieu
of the fine be im in
the county jail for up to 90
days.

Covered in the proposed
ordinance are buildings unfit
for human habitation. and
the basis for such a
determination such as
ventilation. maintenance.
infestation, utilities or
design of premises.

Basic Cable Charge Increase

The Mavor and Ccuncil
received a letter from TKR
Cable Systems Manager
Pual J. Meegan and read it

at Tuesday night's regular ,

scheduled council meeting.
The cable company has, on
June 22, 1983, filed with the
Board of Public Utilities, a
petition sesking approval for
an increase in the basic

charges and rates (or cable °

television installation and
monthly service in South
Amboy.

The proposed rate
schedule includes costs of

installation, monthly
subscriber costs, a
‘“‘premium - TV-per
household’' per month

charge in addition to the
basic charge, and a $30 an
hour charge for labor phus

materials for hotels, motels, .

and rooming houses. The
new rate schedule, dated

" effective July 2. 1983, does

not, however, become
effective until the rate
increase is approved.

“T'his is the first rate
increase since the inception
of cable television service in
South Amboy, now in its
third year.,' said Mesgan.
He explained the rates South
Amboy residents have besn
enjoying was unusually lew
for the 38-channel pay
television available.

“We have maintained our
franchise committiment
granted at the time we
signed the contract for two
years. We have even
':t:aildit for this last year,

unfortunately our rate
of return i insufficient for 2
return of owr investment."
continued Maeegan, ‘"and we
fesl we must raise the basic

_charge for basic cable from

$7.50 ta 99.96 a month.

The cable television
manager said the: financial
shoet filed with the PUC
would substantiate even a
higher increase than (he
$2.45 additionally each
month, but felt that services
to our area could continue at
that rate.

Meegan did stress that
although the increase was
requested effective July 2
1983, the new rates would
become effective if and when
the rate hike was approved.
